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Store Hours

In January and February, the store will be closing at 7pm on weekdays, rather than our usual 8pm.

Parking

Metered parking (25 cents for 20 minutes) is available in front of the store. Meters are enforced 8am-6pm Monday 
through Saturday (except for federal holidays). Note the number on the pole you park by, and pay at the box located 
between the dental office driveway and Popeyes driveway. The box accepts quarters, dollar coins, and credit cards, 
and prints a receipt that shows the expiration time. Meter parking for vehicles with Disability License Plates or a 
Disability Certificate is free. (Rates and hours shown are subject to change without notice - the meters are run by the 
city, not by us.)

Free parking is also available in the dental office lot from 5pm-8pm Monday through Thursday, and all day Friday, 
Saturday, and Sunday.

Our annual Inventory Reduction Sale will be December 26-31, and will feature deep discounts on things we really, 
really want to get rid of. It will not be a storewide sale like the Anniversary Sale.

Our most popular gift option continues to be our gift certificate. We can issue one for any amount. It can be used at 
either or both Uncles. It can even be used for mail orders, and it can be purchased over the phone (if you have a 
Visa, Mastercard, or Discover Card) and we can mail it either to the purchaser or to the recipient, or we can just 
enter the balance on a credit file here in the store to avoid the risk of the gift certificate being lost.



Calendars used to be a very popular gift item, but so many people are now using electronic devices in place of a 
printed calendar that we substantially reduced our selection of calendars this year. Some titles that we ordered were 
not produced, and we’ve already sold out of about half the titles that we did receive. If you want a calendar for 2015, 
you better hurry.

Some recently received signed adult books at Uncle Hugo’s include 
Hawk by Steven Brust ($24.99), The Witch With No Name by Kim Harrison ($26.99), and Prince Lestat by Anne 
Rice ($28.95); recently received signed young adult novels include Ambassador by William Alexander ($16.99), 
The Witch’s Boy by Kelly Barnhill ($16.99), and Clariel by Garth Nix ($18.99); and recently received signed 
mysteries include The Wolf in Winter by John Connolly ($26.00), The Lewis Man by Peter May ($26.99), The 
Long Way Home by Louise Penny ($27.99), and Blue Labyrinth by Douglas Preston and Lincoln Child ($27.00).

The British Crime Writers Association announced that the CWA Diamond Dagger for an outstanding body of work in 
crime fiction went to Simon Brett, the CWA Goldsborough Gold Dagger for best crime novel of the year went to This 
Dark Road to Mercy by Wiley Cash ($14.99), the CWA Ian Fleming Steel Dagger for best thriller of the year went to 
An Officer and A Spy by Robert Harris ($15.95), the CWA John Creasey Dagger for best novel by a first-time crime 
writer of the year went to The Axeman’s Jazz by Ray Celestin (not currently available in the U.S.), the CWA 
International Dagger went to The Siege by Arturo Perez-Reverte ($28.00), and the CWA Endeavor Historical 
Dagger went to The Devil in the Marshalsea by Antonia Hodgson ($15.95).

How's Business

The oldest independent bookstore in the Twin Cities, The Bookcase in Wayzata, went out of business in mid-
October (although one major media outlet reported it as “the last independent bookstore in the Twin Cities” going out 
of business), after 51 years in business. I’ve heard rumors of other independent bookstores being in rough shape. 
The Barnes & Noble on Ford Parkway in St. Paul is also going out of business. And we’re not doing very well either.

Last winter was very rough for us (and almost every other business in the area). Things picked up once the weather 
improved, but they didn’t get back this summer to the level of the previous summer, and nowhere near the level of 5 
years ago. Now the cold weather is back, and we had a terrible October and expect another rough winter. During the 
coldest, darkest part of the winter, people want to get home from work and then not go back outside again. So we 
normally see very few people after 6 pm in January and February. I ran some sales numbers for last January, 
February, and March and found that for January and February we lost money by being open for both the 6-7 pm 
period and the 7-8 pm period. By March, sales had picked up enough that we were making money by being open in 
the evening. We are going to try having Special Winter Hours this winter, for the first time in 40 years. We’ll be open 
our regular hours through the end of 2014. For January and February, we will be closing at 7 pm instead of 8 pm 
Monday through Friday, and hope that the few people who would have wandered in after 7 pm will instead wander in 
before 7 pm.

While the entire retail sector of the economy continues to grow, the bookstore sales continue to decline, with the 
bookstore sector doing significantly worse than the entire retail sector, and I don’t expect that to change in the near 
future. Part of the problem is competition from e-books and part is competition from Amazon and part is heavy 
discounting on a few bestselling titles by Walmart, Sam’s Club, Costco, etc. (which is more of a problem for Uncle 
Edgar’s than Uncle Hugo’s since they tend to carry several titles by bestselling thriller and mystery authors and have 
rarely carried any science fiction or fantasy titles since the last Harry Potter book seven years ago). If enough people 
do all their book buying at Walmart, etc., pretty soon the only books they will be able to buy are the few that 
Walmart, etc., choose to carry because all of the bookstores will be out of business. And part of the problem is that 
the publishers are putting out a lot of books that people are not very interested in reading. Looking over the 
publishers’ catalogs for the winter, Elizabeth and I found a few titles to get excited about and a lot of titles where the 
decision was “should we pick up 1 copy just in case somebody is interested, or should we just skip it?” Fortunately, 
most of the publishers have finally figured out that they were putting out a lot more paranormal romances than 
anybody was willing to read. Unfortunately, they just switched the genre code from “paranormal romance” to “urban 
fantasy” on a lot of the paranormal romances that they already had under contract. And this then made readers a lot 



more cautious about picking up anything labeled “urban fantasy,” hurting the sales of the good books as well as the 
bad books. Publishers still haven’t figured out that they are putting out a lot more zombie books than people want. 
The huge number of people who go on a “Zombie Pub Crawl” are not primarily major book readers.

Some of you might be asking yourself what you can do to help the Uncles survive. Buying books from us would 
certainly help, but I realize that this can be influenced by your personal financial situation and how many books the 
publishers put out that you are interested in reading. But there are several other things you can do to help:

1) Recommend the Uncles to people. Over the years, we’ve tried all kinds of advertising, including newspapers, TV, 
radio, assorted yellow pages, and various internet-based things, and none of them have been cost-effective. Last 
March for Uncle Hugo’s 40th anniversary, we spent $1300 sponsoring Minnesota Public Radio for the first day of the 
sale. We had three new customers come into the store because of the sponsorship, plus several regular customers 
who thanked us for the sponsorship. Not cost-effective. The single most effective way for us to get new customers 
has always been personal recommendations from current customers. Positive reviews on various social media sites 
also help.

2) Give your friends and relatives gift certificates from the Uncles for the holidays, birthdays, anniversaries, etc., or 
request them for yourself. There are several ways we can handle gift certificates. We can hand the gift certificate to 
the purchaser (if the purchaser is in the store) for them to deliver to the recipient. We can mail the gift certificate to 
the recipient. We can hold onto the gift certificate behind the counter for the recipient to come in and pick up in 
person. Or we can just put a credit balance on file for the recipient and not mess with the actual certificate. (Since 
the certificate has to be physically present to be used, the credit-on-file option works best when the recipient is not in 
the metro area and will be using it for mail orders).

3) Printing and mailing the paper newsletter costs us about $5.00 per person per year. The paper newsletter has to 
fit into the 32-page format, so many titles get left out, many book descriptions get shortened, and most of the book 
reviews are left out of the paper version. The expanded version, available for free at our website, is usually 55-60 
pages long. If you switch from the paper version to the website version, you’ll receive almost twice the information, 
and you’ll save us $5.00 per year in expense. Just go to the website, click “Mailing List”, and then fill in your e-mail 
address, click “Newletter Announcements”, and click subscribe. Then send us an e-mail to let us know that we can 
stop mailing the paper newsletter to you. If you no longer have any interest is the newsletter, please let us know that 
we can drop you from the mailing list for the paper newsletter. (And some people who prefer to receive the paper 
newsletter send us a donation to cover the cost of mailing the newsletter to them.)

I recently got around to reading Bellwether ($7.99), a delightful short novel by Connie Willis from 1996. Sandra 
Foster is a statistician working in a research facility for a large dysfunctional corporation where Scott Adam’s Dilbert 
would feel right at home. Her project is to figure out how fads begin and spread, and she hasn’t been having much 
success. She meets Bennett O’Reilly, a physicist specializing in chaos theory who lost his previous grant and is now 
stuck working in the same corporate facility. When the paperwork for his next corporate project (involving dispersal 
of new skills through a group of monkeys) gets lost somewhere in the corporation, Sandra suggests that they save 
his job by merging his defunded project with her project. She doesn’t have enough money in her budget to buy him 
any monkeys, but she has a rancher friend who is willing to loan them a bunch of sheep as long as the corporation 
feeds them. Neither Sandra or Bennett have any experience with sheep, so the idea of trying to teach new tricks to 
sheep and charting the dispersal of knowledge through the herd of sheep seems like a good idea to both of them. 
The entire book is a delight, but the sheep portion is particularly humorous.

Naturally, the thought of a corporation trying to find a way to create a fad made me think of publishers sending 
authors on tours to promote their books, and how much author tours have changed over the last 40 years. Although 
Uncle Hugo’s was much smaller for the first 10 years, and there were many more bookstores in the metro area back 
then, we had some wonderful author events back then. Here are three examples:

Douglas Adams was on his first U.S. tour for The Hitchhiker’s Guide to the Galaxy, and the publisher sent him to 
Minneapolis to parade him through B. Dalton’s headquarters to try to get B. Dalton to push The Hitchhiker’s Guide 
to the Galaxy through the entire chain. But Douglas Adams was so unknown at the time that nobody else in the 
metro area was willing to host an event for him, so Uncle Hugo’s got him. We didn’t have a huge number of 
customers come in to get his signature, but Scott Imes and I had a great time talking with him for an hour in between 
customers asking for his signature. After that tour, he was in such demand that we never had another chance to see 
him.



Frank Herbert also didn’t draw a huge crowd, but later in the evening he ended up with a few people back at Scott 
Imes’ apartment, a block from the store. Frank asked Scott why he had 3 copies of Dune on his bookshelf. Scott told 
him that his other 5 copies were currently loaned out to people that Scott thought needed to read it. Frank really like 
that answer.

Anne McCaffrey drew a crowd that went out the door and half a block down the street. Fortunately, the weather was 
good. She came back about 10 years later, when we were in our current location, and again the line was out the 
door and half a block down the street.

A lot fewer authors are sent on tour to Minneapolis these days (and very few authors are willing to come to 
Minneapolis in the winter). What has changed? While B. Dalton headquarters was in Bloomington, a lot of authors 
were run through Minneapolis to be introduced to the book buyers. And if the author was already in Minneapolis 
anyway, they might as well do a signing or two. When B. Dalton was sold to Barnes & Noble and the book buying 
function was moved to New York City, the number of authors sent to Minneapolis went down quite a bit.

In the early days of Uncle Hugo’s, we didn’t have the internet or cable TV. Almost all readers looked through a local 
physical newspaper, and the newspapers carried listings of book events. If the publisher could arrange a signing at 
a bookstore, and the bookstore sent a notice to the local newspapers, that translated to free advertising for both the 
book and the bookstore, and many book readers were likely to see the event notice when they looked through the 
newspaper. Those days are long gone.

In the early days of Uncle Hugo’s, people were only able to get the few local TV stations. And the local commerical 
stations all had at least a couple of hours of locally produced talk shows in the morning, and they were hungry for 
anything interesting to fill all those hours. Authors on tour were interesting and could almost always get scheduled 
for at least one and sometimes for a couple of those talk shows while they were in town. Even I was on the channel 
11 morning talk show a couple of times in the early years. With so few choices for stations, if a TV was turned on in 
the morning, it was either on one of those local talk shows or PBS, and the exposure was very broad for the author. 
Now, the stations seem to find it more profitable and less trouble to run national talk shows for most of the morning 
(so the publishers want to get the authors on the national talk shows instead of flying the authors all over the country 
to try to get onto a bunch of local talk shows), and there are many more stations available to watch, so the number 
of people watching any particular talk show is much lower. There were also a lot more radio talk shows of a non-
political nature in those days, so many more authors were able to get local radio time.

Around this time, Gordon R. Dickson told me that the key to making an interview successful (from the author’s point 
of view) was to figure out what you wanted to say, and then answer the questions you wished the interviewer had 
asked you instead of answering the questions the interviewer actually asked you, until you had delivered the 
message you wanted to deliver. Of course, some people are better at this than others, and I mainly see this 
approach used these days by political talking heads on Sunday morning news shows.

Short Recommendations

Ancillary Justice by Ann Leckie ($16.00) was nominated for all the major awards for science fiction and won the 
Hugo Award, the Nebula Award, and the Arthur C. Clarke award, among others. The sequel, Ancillary Sword 
($16.00) is almost as good. In the first book, Breq looked at the empire on a macro level from both the inside and the 
outside. In the sequel, Breq looks at one planet that was “civilized” (i.e., conquered by the empire) hundreds of years 
before, finds that things are not working at all the way things should be working on a “civilized” planet, and sets out 
to fix things.

A Study in Silks ($7.99), A Study in Darkness ($7.99), and A Study in Ashes ($7.99) by Emma Jane Holloway is 
a trilogy featuring Evelina Cooper, Sherlock Holmes’ niece in an alternate Victorian England. Evelina can work 
magic, which can get you killed or sent to a concentration camp in this England. The Steam Barons have divided up 
London and apparently the empire as well, and nobody has the power to challenge them. Sherlock Holmes makes 
appearances in all three books, and we also occasionally encounter Dr. Watson, Mycroft Holmes (in the second 
book), and Professor Moriarty (in the third book). But the story mainly involves Evelina, plus some air pirates in 
dirigibles. There are some romance scenes early in the first book that made me grind my teeth, as some of the very 
bright young women in the book lost all their intelligence any time a prospective suitor walked into the room, but by 
later in the first book they became capable of being intelligent even in mixed company. Evelina joins the rebel forces 
trying to defeat the Steam Barons and return control of the country and empire to Queen Victoria, and the action and 
the plot kept me reading even through a few slow spots.



There are times when I look at the new release shelf and don’t see anything I’m eager to read. It used to be that I’d 
then pick up an old James White book. Although he didn’t win awards, he could be depended on to tell a very good 
science fiction story, and while most of the novels are set in the same universe, they are independent novels that 
can be read in any order. But eventually I had read almost all of them, and started having trouble figuring out quickly 
which ones I had already read. Eric Brown is starting to be my substitute for James White. I’ve enjoyed everything 
I’ve read by him, and so far each has been independent enough to be read on its own. The latest I picked up was 
Jani and the Greater Game ($7.99). It is set in India in an alternate 1920s. The British have put out a story that 
they have discovered a deposit of a miraculous new mineral in Nepal that is allowing them to make great 
technological advances, and they are keeping everybody out of Nepal. The Germans, the Russians, and the 
Chinese are sending in agents to try to find out what is really going on and to steal whatever secrets they can. 
Actually, a huge alien ship with two aliens aboard has arrived in Nepal, and the British are busy looting the ship for 
new technology. Miss Janisha Chatterjee, the daughter of a high Indian official, has been studying in London to 
become a doctor, but catches a dirigible back to India when she learns of her father’s serious illness. She 
immediately gets caught up in the international espionage, some unpleasant elements of British imperialism, and the 
Indian independence movement. The story stays interesting and fast paced to the end.

I’ve been trying to get caught up with some of the series I’ve been following. The Last President by John Barnes 
($7.99) does a fine job of concluding the near-future post-apocalyptic trilogy (set primarily in the U.S.) that began 
with Directive 51 ($7.99) and Daybreak Zero ($7.99). And Emperor of Thorns by Mark Lawrence ($7.99) does a 
fine job of concluding the far-future post-apocalyptic trilogy (set primarily in a feudal Europe 1000 years after a 
world-wide nuclear war) that began with Prince of Thorns ($7.99) and King of Thorns ($7.99).

Possession by Kat Richardson ($7.99) is the eighth volume in her Greywalker urban fantasy series set primarily in 
the Seattle area, and it’s still one of my favorite urban fantasy series. The earlier books are Greywalker ($7.99), 
Poltergeist ($7.99), Underground ($7.99), Vanished ($7.99), Labyrinth ($7.99), Downpour ($7.99), and 
Seawitch ($7.99), and they should be read in order.

I also read and enjoyed Red Planet Blues by Robert J. Sawyer ($7.99), a noir private eye novel set on Mars. Lots 
of desperate people spent everything they could raise to get Mars to try to strike it rich prospecting for Martian 
fossils, but few succeeded, and the others are desperate for any way to make a dishonest living.

Recommendations

It's easy to see why A Beautiful Blue Death ($15.99) by Charles Finch was an Agatha Award finalist for best first 
novel. Set in Victorian London, it introduces amateur sleuth Charles Lenox. He's a 40ish, bookish, genial bachelor, 
with a comfortable income and a brother in the House of Lords. On a beastly cold day, after a trip to Scotland Yard 
to wrap up a forgery case he was consulted on, he's happy be back home in his library, with a warm fire, dry socks, 
and buttered toast, but obligingly steps next door to see his lifelong friend Lady Jane Grey. Prudence Smith, her 
former housemaid, has been found poisoned: suicide, or perhaps murder. Charles heads to the girl's current place 
of employment: the home of George Barnard, the director of the Royal Mint. Assisting Charles is his friend Thomas 
McConnell, a physician and surgeon, who determines that the girl was poisoned with something very rare - definitely 
NOT the poison in the bottle in her room. There seems to be a suicide note, but Charles learns the girl could neither 
read nor write, and sets out to track down her killer. While his loyal and clever manservant Graham gathers 
information about the girl's life from the servants, Charles investigates Barnard's nephews and house guests, and 
Barnard himself. Finch supplies plenty of suspects, possible motives, and unforeseen complications, and an ending 
with a couple of good twists. This is a genteel, leisurely, traditional mystery, with an interesting cast of well-
developed characters, lots of deduction, and very little violence. I enjoyed Lady Jane's calm intelligence, and 
Charles Lenox is quietly charming, particularly: his sympathetic and respectful way of dealing with witnesses and 
suspects, whatever their station in life; his fondness for books - he is reading his favorite new book one chapter at a 
time, to savor it, but allows himself two chapters after a particularly trying day; his diligent pursuit of answers; and his 
delight in acquiring a really warm pair of boots that keep his feet dry (a familiar sensation for any Minnesotan!). The 
series continues with The September Society ($15.99), The Fleet Street Murders ($14.99), A Stranger in 
Mayfair ($15.99), A Burial at Sea ($14.99), A Death in the Small Hours ($15.99), An Old Betrayal ($15.99), and 
The Laws of Murder ($25.99).

A Tiger's Tale ($7.99) by Laura Morrigan is a strong follow-up to her debut Woof at the Door ($7.99). Veterinarian 
turned animal behaviorist Grace Wilde can communicate telepathically with animals (although only a few people 
know that). She's called to Happy Asses Donkey and Big Cat Rescue to help out when Boris, a usually friendly tiger, 
suddenly turns ferocious during an exam. As Grace works to calm the cat, she discovers why he's upset: his favorite 
volunteer, a troubled teen named Brooke, is missing, and Boris saw her taken. The girl's stepfather thinks she has 



run away again, and refuses to call in the police. So, with some unofficial assistance from her crime scene 
investigator boyfriend Kai, Grace decides to look for her. I really enjoy the strong, independent women characters in 
this series. Grace is fierce and capable, and she's beginning to realize that her people skills really need work. Her 
sister Emma is smart (a successful party planner) and tough (a black belt martial artist), and more than willing to 
educate Grace about dealing with people. Brooke (once we get to meet her) turns out to be pretty sharp and 
determined, and rescue proprietor Ozeal Mallory is a great combination of warm-hearted and fierce. Frankly, the 
criminals don't stand a chance against these women and their animal allies! And Morrigan writes great animal 
scenes - my favorites in this book were Boris the tiger going goofy with a bag of catnip, Grace's wolf-dog hybrid 
Moss becoming completely obsessed with a new kitten, and Jack-Jack the mini donkey's cunning plan for escaping 
from his pen. I'm really looking forward to the next book in the series when it arrives in March.

Deirdre "Foxtrot" Lancaster works as administrative assistant (aka chaos wrangler) to wealthy Zelda Zoransky (ZZ 
for short), keeping things running smoothly at her estate, which includes a mansion, tennis courts, pool, private 
menagerie, and a cemetery where for decades people have been burying their pets (as well as the occasional 
circus, show, or rescue animal). As if that wasn't enough work, in A Taste Fur Murder ($7.99), Foxtrot discovers 
that she's been drafted: the pet cemetery is also a mystical nexus that animal spirits travel through on their way to 
visit their former human companions, and Foxtrot is the new caretaker. The word is that a human is going to die, the 
cemetery will be threatened as a result, and she has to stop that from happening. But she will have help. Mr. Tiny 
(his given name, most unfortunate) is an ectoplasmic shape-shifting dog with a military background, a British accent, 
and a dry sense of humor. Tango is a cat - in fact, she was Foxtrot's cat until she died ten years ago, but now she's 
back, reincarnated into the 7th of her 9 lives. Both animals communicate telepathically with Foxtrot, and with each 
other, and their snarky conversations make this series a lot of fun. Meanwhile, back at Foxtrot's day job, she adds 
sleuthing to her duties when a servant is murdered while cleaning ZZ's closet, and then ZZ winds up in a coma after 
drinking drugged tea. With a not-to-bright police detective on the case, it's up to Foxtrot to figure out who is 
responsible. (Good thing she reads mysteries in her spare time!) Is it one of the staff? One of the house guests? Or 
maybe ZZ's badly behaved son? Whether gathering clues from animals at the menagerie (with Tango acting as 
interpreter) or from the ghostly denizens of the cemetery, Foxtrot will need all of her formidable negotiating and 
problem-solving skills - and her ability to stay calm in a crisis - to crack the case. To Die Fur ($7.99), the second 
book in the series, brings more challenges when Augustus, a rare albino liger, is poisoned while staying in ZZ's 
menagerie. Not only does Foxtrot have to figure out who was responsible, but the tiger goddess and the lion god are 
both trying to claim Augustus' spirit, which could lead to a cataclysmic battle at the cemetery no matter what 
Augustus decides to do. Despite his demise early in the book, we get to spend a lot of time with Augustus; his spirit 
is a major character in the book, and Tango mentors him as he considers what he wants to do with his afterlife. I 
enjoyed the second book even more than the first; the third book is expected in April.

I always enjoy finding a book where the main character shows me the world from a different angle. And that's 
certainly the case in The Question of the Missing Head ($14.99) by E.J. Copperman (Jeffrey Cohen). Samuel 
Hoenig is a man with Asperger's Syndrome, which he considers a facet of his personality rather than a disorder, and 
a very handy one for his chosen profession: he answers questions for people. He knows that people consider him 
odd; he considers most "typical" people odd, and believes that he behaves quite rationally by comparison. And we 
get to learn all about his abilities and foibles when he's hired to answer this question: who stole a frozen head from 
the Garden State Cryonics Institute (GSCI)? A visit to the scene of the crime reveals the dead body of a GSCI 
doctor. That isn't the question Samuel is there to answer, but his mother and his associate Miss Washburn 
encourage him to get involved. And Detective Lapides, who is in charge of the police investigation, has never 
worked a homicide before, and soon turns to Samuel for help. The case rapidly grows more complicated, with 
ransom demands, kidnappings, and attempted murder, and the plot has plenty of twists and turns to keep things 
interesting and surprising. Through it all we see events from Samuel's unusual perspective; he spends a lot of time 
detailing the things he's noticing, as well as his occasional inability to interpret what he's noticing. Miss Washburn 
has great people skills, acting as an interpreter and facilitator, able to explain Samuel's behavior when it puzzles 
others, and to provide Samuel with information he's missed or misinterpreted. And the relationship between Samuel 
and his mother is great, too. Asperger's Syndrome is a trendy plot device these days, but in this case the author 
knows what he's talking about - Cohen has a son with Asperger's, and has written some nonfiction on the subject. I 
hope Samuel will be answering many more questions.

Twisted Threads ($7.99, expected early January) by Lea Wait is a promising start to the Mainely Needlepoint 
series. For the last 10 years, Angie Curtis has been in Arizona, working for a private investigator, but a phone call 
from her grandmother Charlotte summons her to Maine: when Angie was 9, her mother Jenny disappeared, and 
now Jenny's body has been found. Back home in Haven Harbor, Angie learns that Charlotte has started a business 
with some local needlepointers, doing custom work. But Jacques Lattimore, who handles order-taking, delivery, and 
collections, has stopped sending them payment and answering their calls. Angie tracks him down and brings him 
back to meet with the group; when Jacques gets sick after the meeting, Angie needs to figure out which of the 
needlepointers poisoned him. And she really wants to know who killed her mother all those years ago. This book is a 



bit grittier than the average cozy. Angie is a tough and capable character, but still working through her childhood 
traumas and the stigma of growing up with an unmarried mother who slept around. And the needlepointers are a 
nicely varied group: Dave Percy was taught by a crewmate while serving on a Navy submarine; Katie Titicombe 
learned from her husband Gus, a surgeon who took it up in medical school to improve his stitching, and who also 
talked Captain Ob Winslow into taking up needlepoint after his back problems made it hard for him to do 
woodcarving; and Aussie antique store owner Sarah Byrne is also interested in conserving and restoring vintage 
needlepoint. I enjoyed watching Angie gradually reconnect with her hometown, and adapt to changing 
circumstances. And I also enjoyed her willingness to work with the police on the investigations - I'm really tired of 
amateur sleuths who stupidly refuse to work with the cops, and end up in deadly peril as a result.

Newbery Honor Book and Edgar Award finalist Three Times Lucky (ages 10 and up, $7.99) by Sheila Turnage 
takes us to the tiny town of Tupelo Landing, North Carolina, and introduces us to one of my all-time favorite 
narrators, rising sixth grader Mo LoBeau. Mo washed ashore in a hurricane, and found a home with Miss Lana (a 
woman with a love for the dramatic) and the Colonel (a formidable man with a mysterious past and a strong dislike 
of cops and lawyers); together they run the town's cafe. When cranky neighbor Mr. Jesse is murdered, and it turns 
out Mo's best friend Dale was spotted near his house, naturally Mo has to get involved. But first the Colonel and 
then Miss Lana disappear, and the plot gets more complicated as secrets going back years come into play. Mo is 
intelligent, intrepid, fair-minded, warm-hearted, fiercely loyal, and impulsive; luckily, Dale is more cautious, even 
downright fearful at times, which acts as a brake on some of Mo's wilder plans. And there are adults around to step 
in and take charge when things get too tough, or scary, or upsetting. The mystery part of the book is well-plotted, 
and I loved the town's great cast of characters, and the way the townsfolk look out for one another. But what really 
makes this book special is Mo's way of putting things. Whether she's asking diner customers how they'd like their 
peanut butter sandwiches ("Hand-squished, or fluffy?"), or talking about Dale's big brother Lavender ("Lavender is 
handsome in the NASCAR way, and if I was old enough I'd snatch him up and marry him before sundown."), or 
defending Anna Celeste (Mo's Enemy for Life) to her demanding mother ("'Anna Celeste has the best girl's voice in 
our class.' It was true-ish. Sort of. We all sing like bullfrogs."), Mo's narration is a delight. Next up in the series is The 
Ghosts of Tupelo Landing ($16.99). When Miss Lana accidentally buys a haunted inn at the Tupelo Landing town 
auction, Desperado Detective Agency - aka Mo and Dale - opens a paranormal division to solve the mystery of the 
ghost's identity; they also plan to interview it for their history assignment (extra credit). As Mo and Dale track down 
the truth about the ghost (with some help from the new kid in town), they discover the truth about a great many other 
people, too.

Magic Marks the Spot (ages 8 and up, $6.99) by Caroline Carlson introduces us to The Very Nearly Honorable 
League of Pirates. Hilary Westfield has always wanted to be a pirate, so she's been studying pirate lore, tying knots, 
climbing rigging, rowing, and fencing. She can tread water for 37 minutes. She and the family gargoyle love to read 
Treasure Island. So Hilary is not pleased to end up at Miss Pimm's Finishing School for Delicate Ladies. 
Uninterested in learning to waltz and faint, or in joining the school water ballet, she and the gargoyle run away to 
answer an ad for a pirate crew. Years ago, the Enchantress of the Northlands gathered up most of the kingdom's 
magical items and hid them, because people were using them unwisely, but a few items are still in circulation, 
mostly in the hands of High Society people, and of course pirates. Now a few High Society scoundrels are trying to 
round up all that magic for themselves. But pirate captain Jasper Fletcher is determined to find the magic the 
Enchantress hid, and distribute it to everyone in the kingdom. Hilary and the gargoyle are happy to join his crew. Her 
former governess Miss Greyson tries to persuade Hilary to return to school, then joins the crew as well, to provide 
Hilary with proper supervision. But to gain the treasure, they'll have to overcome the most treacherous - and 
unexpected - villain on the high seas. Hilary is great - smart, determined, capable, protective of her friends, and 
relentless in her efforts to locate the treasure - and the gargoyle is a great sidekick, plucky but also vulnerable to 
fears and doubts. And I really like the way that Jasper and Miss Greyson interact with Hilary and Charlie (Jasper's 
apprentice), listening to them and allowing them a say in events. The book excels at taking preconceived ideas, 
giving them a good shake, and turning them upside down. It is also very funny, interspersed with articles from the 
kingdom's newspaper, excerpts from the League's guide to piracy, letters written by various characters, and a 
couple hilarious examples of the kingdom's Form 118M: Intention to Set Sail. I'm looking forward to reading more of 
Hilary's adventures.

Merz, Jon F. Slavers of the Savage Catacombs    $15.00   (Shadow Warrior #2: Dispatched to 
investigate rumors of an invasion force massing in the north, Ran is captured and 
dragged underground as slave labor for a despot in exile who is eager to reclaim his 
throne. But there's more in play than a power struggle in the catacombs.)

Modesitt Jr., L.E. Rex Regis    $8.99   (Imager #8: The great struggle to unify Lydar enters its final phase, 
with only Khel remaining undecided. Before their choice is known, the specter of high 
treason threatens to unravel all that Quaeryt has achieved, catapulting him toward a 
fateful confrontation with Bhayar's most powerful military leaders.)

Moorcock, Michael The Dragon in the Sword    $9.95   (Eternal Champion #3: Reissue; Trapped in a 
timeless existence, doomed to fight forever, haunted by memories of too many battles 
waged during infinite lifetimes, John Daker has taken Fate into his own hands. He 
searches for Ermizhad, and for the key that will free him from psychic captivity. On a 
dark ship piloted by a blind helmsman, he must stand and fight the darkest battle in the 
history of the world.)

Morrow, James Galapagos Regained    $28.99   (Chloe Bathurst finds work on Charles Darwin's estate, 
nurturing the strange birds, exotic lizards, and giant tortoises he brought back from his 
trip.

Perry, Steve The Tejano Conflict    $7.99   (Cutter's Wars #3: PBO; Hired to help occupy a valuable 
piece of contested territory, Cutter and crew find themselves in a dangerous situation 
where things aren't as they seem. Now they must determine the truth - or lose more 



than just a battle.)
Pinborough, Sarah Charm    $14.95   (An edgy, sexy, and contemporary retelling of the Cinderella story.)
Powell, Gareth L. Macaque Attack    $7.99   (Macaque #3: PBO; Ack-Ack finds himself leading a 

dimension-hopping army of angry monkeys, facing an invading horde of killer 
androids, and confronting the one challenge for which he was never prepared: 
impending fatherhood.)

Prineas, Sarah Moonkind    $6.99   (Fer #3: Ages 8 and up. Broken oaths are weighing heavily on the 
Summerlands, bringing a creeping stillness. Only Fer has the power to fight it, but she 
may have to rely on the help of the one boy whose very nature is to deceive her.)

Resnick/Garcia (ed) The Worlds of Edgar Rice Burroughs    $7.99   (Anthology; 10 original tales (plus 1 
reprint) set in Burroughs' worlds.)

Ringo, John Strands of Sorrow    $25.00   (Black Tide Rising #4: Banding together with what 
remains of the US Navy, Wolf Squadron and its leader Steve Smith plan to retake the 
mainland from the infected, starting with North America. Smith's daughters have 
become zombie hunters of unparalleled skill, and they may hold the key to the rebirth 
of civilization.)

Salerni, Dianne K. The Eighth Day    $6.99   (Eighth Day #1: Ages 8 and up. When Jax wakes up to a 
world without any people, he learns that he's really in the Eighth Day, sandwiched 
between Wednesday and Thursday. Transitioners like Jax and his guardian Riley are 
able to live in all eight days, while a few, including Evangeline next door, exist only on 
this special day.

Taylor, K.J. The Shadow's Heart    $7.99   (Risen Sun #3: PBO; Half-breed Queen Laela Taranisaii 
is in more danger than ever before. As her enemies close in on all sides, her methods 
of maintaining power increase in desperation and violence. Meanwhile, a new threat is 
lurking in the darkness, the Night God's final, deadly pawn.)

TenNapel, Doug Escape from the Lizzarks    $10.99   (Nnewts Book 1: Ages 8 and up. Full color 
graphic novel. When his village is attacked by the Lizzarks, Herk is forced to flee, 
navigating a dangerous world filled with strange creatures and mysterious wonders, 
where friends are few and an evil lord is in hot pursuit.)

Tregillis, Ian Something More Than Night    $14.99   (A noir detective novel set in Thomas Aquinas' 
vision of heaven, starring fallen angels, the heavenly choir, nightclub stigmatics, a 
priest with a dirty secret, a femme fatale, and the Voice of God.)

Van Eekhout, Greg California Bones    $14.99   (Osteomancer #1: When Daniel was 6, he ingested his first 
bone fragment, a bit of kraken spine. When he was 12, he watched his magician father 
die at the hands of the Hierarch of Southern California, devoured for the magic within 
his bones. Now he is a thief, hiding amid the crowds in LA and trying to go straight. But 
his crime-boss uncle wants Daniel to break into the Hierarch's storehouse and retrieve 



a magical sword. The stage is set for a showdown that might just break the magic 
protecting a long-corrupt regime.)

Vaughn, Carrie Low Midnight    $7.99   (Cormac Bennett #1: PBO; Cormac Bennett, an assassin who 
specializes in killing lycanthropes, is struggling with a foreign consciousness trapped 
inside him as he investigates a century-old crime in a Colorado mining town which 
could be the key to translating a mysterious coded diary - a tome with secrets that 
could shatter Kitty Norville's world and all who inhabit it.)

Venables, Toby The Red Hand    $7.99   (Hunter of Sherwood #2: PBO; A killer has broken into Prince

Zourkova, Krassi Wildalone    $25.99   (Away from her family and Eastern European homeland for the 
first time, Princeton freshman Thea Slavin fall into a romantic entanglement with two 
mysterious brothers, and is drawn into a sensual shadow world that seems to mimic 
Greek mythology and Bulgarian legends of forest witches. When the terrifying truth 
about her own family is revealed, it will transform her forever - if she falls under its 
spell.)

Abercrombie, Joe Half a King    $15.00   (Shattered Sea #1: Born into a world where a strong arm and a 
cold heart rule, Prince Yarvi cannot grip a shield or swing an axe, so he must sharpen 
his mind to a deadly edge. Gathering a fellowship of the outcast and the lost, he finds 
they can do more to help him than any court of nobles could. But even with loyal 
friends at his side, Yarvi finds his path may end as it began - in twists, and traps, and 
tragedy - as he struggles to fulfill his vow to regain the throne he never wanted.)

Buckell, Tobias S. Crystal Rain    $15.99   (Xenowealth #1: Reissue; Legends say that the forefathers of 
Nanagada fled a far-off star to their new home. But then the Azteca, created and 
driven by cruel gods, swarmed out of the sky in search of sacrificial blood, and worse. 
To defeat them and their gods, the forefathers burned the sky. In the centuries since, 
the Azteca have kept an uneasy truce. But now it has been broken. Only one man can 
stop their bloodthirsty march: John deBrun, who holds the key to an ancient secret - if 
he can stay alive long enough to uncover his lost memories.)

The world's only hope for survival lies in physicist Violet 
Mosala's development of a final Theory of Everything, but whether it will lead to the 
total destruction of life as we know it or the complete remaking of the universe may be 
a risk too dangerous to take.)

Epstein, A/Jacobson, A Palace of Dreams    $6.99   (Familiars #4: Ages 8 and up. When a birthday celebration 
at the palace goes dreadfully wrong, and Queen Loranella falls victim to a curse, 
familiars Aldwyn the cat, Skyler the blue jay, and Gilbert the tree frog are the prime 
suspects. After narrowly escaping the palace dungeons, they embark on a quest to 
clear their names.)

French, John Sorcerer    $14.00   (Warhammer 40,000: Ahriman #2: PBO; Searching for a cure for his 
Legion, Ahriman is forced to consider. Was the great ritual somehow flawed from the 
beginning? The answer may lie within a grimoire of forgotten lore.)

Gonick, Larry The Cartoon Guide to Algebra    $18.99   (PBO; Using engaging graphics and lively 
humor, Gonick covers the essentials of algebra, and offers a concise overview of 
algebra's history and its practical applications in modern life.)

Grahame-Smith, Seth The Last American Vampire    $27.00   (In the wake of his friend Abraham Lincoln's 
shocking death, vampire Henry Sturges searches for renewed purpose, a quest that 
takes him to important events of the late 19th century and on into the 20th.)

40 years after the virus 
was released, the WHO decides it's time to take a delegation of Aces, Jokes, 
politicians, and journalists on a fact-finding mission to learn how other countries are 
dealing with it.)

McClellan, Brian The Crimson Campaign    $17.00   (Powder Mage #2: Cut off behind Kez lines and 
drastically outnumbered, Tamas must lead his men through northern Kez and back 
over the mountains to defend his country from the angry god Kresimir. And in Adro, 
Inspector Adamat's quest to rescue his wife puts him on the trail of the evil Lord 
Vetas.)

London in the years after WWII.)
Pratchett, Terry et al The Globe    $15.95   (Science of Discworld #2: Reissue; A history of the human mind, 

culture, language, art, and science, woven into a story in which the wizards of Unseen 
University compete with the elves for control of Roundworld, and grapple with the 
nature of Good and Evil.)

Repino, Robert Mort(e)    $26.95   (In the war of sentient ants of the Colony versus humans, the final 
step in the Colony's war effort is transforming the surface animals into high-functioning 
two-legged beings who rise up to kill their masters. Housecat turned war hero Mort(e) 
is famous for taking on dangerous missions and fighting the dreaded human bio-
weapon EMSAH. But his true motivation is his ongoing search for his pre-
transformation friend Sheba, a dog. When he receives a message from the dwindling 
human resistance claiming Sheba is alive, he journeys from the remaining human 
strongholds to the heart of the Colony, where he will discover the source of EMSAH 
and the ultimate fate of all of earth's creatures.)

Roberts, Adam Twenty Trillion Leagues Under the Sea    $15.99   (1958: France's first nuclear 
submarine leaves port for the first of its sea trials with an experienced Navy captain 
and a tiny skeleton crew of sailors, engineers, and scientists. Out of control, the sub 
plummets to a depth where the pressure will crush her hull, and beyond. The pressure 
builds, the hull protests, the crew prepare for death, the boat reaches the bottom of the 
sea and finds nothing. Her dive continues, the pressure begins to relent, but the depth 
gauge is useless. They have gone miles down. Hundreds of miles, thousands, and so 
it goes on.

Transformed by her own decisions but also by 
grief and guilt, radical discoveries, and shifting relationships, Tris must fully embrace 
her Divergence, even if she does not know what she may lose by doing so.)

Saville, Guy The Afrika Reich    $16.99   (Africa, 1952: Britain and a victorious Nazi Germany have 
divided the continent. The SS has turned the native populations into forced labor. Now 
the plans of messianic racist Walter Hochburg threaten Britain's ailing colonies. Sent to 
curb his ambition is one-time assassin Burton Cole.)

Schwab, V.E. Vicious    $15.99   (Victor and Eli theorize that under the right conditions, a person 
could develop extraordinary abilities. But their experiment to prove this thesis goes 
horribly wrong. Ten years later, Victor breaks out of prison, determined to catch up to 
friend-turned-foe Eli, who is on a mission to eradicate every other super-powered 
person he can find.)

Shusterman, N/Elfman, E Tesla's Attic    $7.99   (Accelerati #1: Ages 8 and up. After 14-year-old Nick's family 
inherits a old house, they sell the odd stuff in the attic at a garage sale. But those were 
actually Nikola Tesla's last inventions, placed in the attic as part of a larger plan. Now 
Nick and his friends must to retrieve the items - and keep them out of the hands of a 
dangerous group of rogue physicists.)

Staveley, Brian The Providence of Fire    $27.99   (Unhewn Throne #2: Adare flees the Dawn Palace in 
search of allies to challenge the coup against her family. Unknown to her, her brother 
Valyn has allied with the invading nomads. Meanwhile their brother Kaden, rightful 
heir, has infiltrated the Annurian capital with the help of two strange companions, 
whose knowledge of the secret history that shapes these events could save Annur or 
destroy it.)

Sternbergh, Adam Near Enemy    $24.00   (Spademan #2: Spademan has accepted a seemingly routine 
job: snuffing out Lesser, a lowlife lurking around other people's fantasies. As 
Spademan is about to close the deal, Lesser comes back from the limn with a wild 
claim: terrorists are planning to attack New York again - this time from the inside out.)

Littell, Robert Legends TV tie-in edition    $16.00   (Reissue; Martin Odum is a CIA field agent turned 
Brooklyn PI, struggling through a labyrinth of memories and past identities - 'legends' 
in Agency parlance. But who is Martin Odum? Is he a creation of the Legend 
Committee at Langley? Is he suffering from multiple personality disorder, 
brainwashing, or simply exhaustion?)

Logan, Chuck Fallen Angel    $15.00   (PBO; Seriously banged up when her Blackhawk went down in 
Iraq, Captain Jesse Kraig deals with issues related to traumatic brain injury. Now 
highly placed people are trying to silence her about something she witnessed while 
wounded - but she can't remember what she saw.)

Lugar/Huang/Phipps (ed) Organizing Crime: The Mystery Company's Guide to Series (2015)    $20.00   
(Nearly 7000 titles in over 800 popular, active mystery series, organized into checklists 
by author. Spiral-bound.)

Marshall, Colby Color Blind    $15.00   (Jenna Ramey #1: PBO; FBI forensic psychiatrist Dr. Jenna 
Ramey's brain punctuates her experiences with flashes of color that she can use to 
read people and situations, and to profile and catch criminals. The FBI has detained a 
mass murderer who is obsessed with gaining power over Jenna. His partner is still on 
the loose, with the power to harm more innocents, and Jenna's unusual mind may be 
all that can prevent that.)

Martines, Lauro Furies: War in Europe, 1450-1700    $18.00   (We think of the Renaissance as a 
shining era of human achievement, yet it was also an age of constant warfare. 
Renaissance scholar Martines captures the dark reality of the period, when armies 
shaped the face of Europe as modern nation-states emerged from feudal society.)

McBride, Susan To Helen Back    $4.99   (River Road #1: Milton Grone is dead, and nearly all the 
suspects have an alibi: they were at the town meeting. With a penchant for puzzles 
and an ear for innuendo, can 75-year-old Helen Evans finger the culprit before Sheriff 
Biddle puts the wrong suspect in jail?)

and his clone army.)

Christopher, Lucy The Killing Woods    $10.99   (Ages 14 and up. Ashlee Parker is dead, and Emily 
Shepherd's dad, a veteran with PTSD, is accused of the crime. Before he's convicted, 
Emily must find out the truth. Does Ashlee's boyfriend have the answers? Or is he only 
playing games - the kind that can kill?)

Christopher, Paul Secret of the Templars    $9.99   (John Holliday #9: PBO; The hunt for a long-lost Dead

His first target is Lucy, a young widow who uses old-fashioned sleight of hand. When 
they become entangled in the murder of the city's most regarded - and apparently 
legitimate - medium, Edward and Lucy set out to find the real killer.)

Graves, Sarah Winter at the Door    $26.00   (Lizzie Snow #1: After taking over as Eastport's police 
chief, Lizzie Snow learns that a perilous piece of her past has followed her from 
Boston to Maine.)

Griffin/Butterworth The Assassination Option    $28.95   (Clandestine Ops #2: James Cronley's first 
mission for the new Central Intelligence Directorate has drawn all kinds of attention. 
When he meets the undercover agent known only as Seven K, he gets a real 
surprise.)

When Emma contacts their 
deceased father, his ghost drops a bombshell - his death was not an accident, and 
Rikki's life may be in danger. Now it's up to Emma and Granny Apples to stop a killer.)

Jance, J.A. Moving Target    $9.99   (Ali Reynolds #9: While Ali is in England investigating the 
decades-old murder of Leland Brooks' father, B. turns to Sister Anselm to help him find 
out who set an incarcerated teen on fire.)

Javorsky, Earl Down Solo    $13.95   (PI Charlie Miner woke up in the morgue with a hole in his head. 
Just before the shooting, he had been working a case involving fraud, gold, and 
religious zealots, and Charlie can connect the dots from the case to the attack.

Marston, Edward Five Dead Canaries    $16.95   (Home Front Detective #3: 1916: Five women munitions 
workers are celebrating a birthday; when all but one are killed in an explosion, 
Scotland Yard suggests it's the work of a German spy, but Inspector Marmion and 
Sergeant Keedy suspect the killer is a local.)

McHugh, Laura The Weight of Blood    $16.00   (Despite her family's deep roots in the Ozark Mountain 
town of Henbane, Lucy Dane is treated like an outsider. Folks still whisper about her 
mother, a stranger who inspired local myths when she vanished years ago. When one 
of Lucy's few friends is found murdered, Lucy finds herself drawn into a search for 
answers.)

Pavone, Chris The Accident    $15.00   (A manuscript full of shocking revelations and disturbing truths 
puts literary agent Isabel Reed, eager to publish it, on a collision course with veteran 
CIA station chief Hayden Gray, who will stop at nothing to keep it from seeing the light 
of day. As they try to outwit each other, the anonymous author watches from afar.)

Pelecanos, George The Martini Shot    $25.00   (Collection. Short crime fiction.)
Pendleton, Don (creator) Savage Deadlock    $5.99   (Executioner #434: PBO; When a missing US nuclear 

scientist resurfaces as a member of a guerrilla women's rights organization in 
Pakistan, Bolan is tasked with extracting her and bringing her stateside, willing or not.)

Pendleton, Don (creator) Critical Exposure    $6.99   (SuperBolan #171: PBO; Around the globe, US missions 
are compromised when double agents begin identifying and killing cover personnel; 
Bolan goes after the traitors responsible.)

Perry, Thomas A String of Beads    $26.00   (Jane Whitefield #8: Jimmy, Jane's childhood friend from 
the reservation, is wanted for the murder of a white man. He's on the run, and as Jane 
looks for him, she finds the police aren't the only ones after him.)

Price, Cate Lie of the Needle    $7.99   (Deadly Notions #3: PBO; To raise funds, the historical 



society is producing a Hunky Men of Millbury calendar. When one of Daisy's friends 
doesn't show up for his photo shoot and the photographer is found murdered, can a 
cryptic verse on an antique sampler help Daisy pin down the killer?)

Rickman, Phil Night after Night    $26.95   (A Tudor farmhouse turned luxury hotel was abandoned by 
its owners at the height of its success. The staff has been paid to keep quiet, but 
stories seep through. A producer plans to make a reality TV show there: a house 
isolated by its rural situation and its dark reputation; six people - known to the nation 
but strangers to one another - locked inside; but this time Big Brother is not in control.)

Rollins, J/Blackwood, G The Kill Switch    $9.99   (Tucker Wayne #1: SIGMA Force turns to former Army 
Ranger Wayne Tucker and his military working dog Kane to extract a Russian 
pharmaceutical magnate from Siberia. The scientific genius holds the biological key to 
a new weapon system engineered from the ancient past.)

Rosen, Delia Fry Me a Liver    $7.99   (Deadly Deli #6: PBO; A van comes plunging through the deli 
roof, causing an explosion and barricading Gwen inside with her employees and 
Nashville mayoral candidate Tootsie Pearl.

Sedgwick, Marcus She Is Not Invisible    $9.99   (Ages 12 and up. Laureth is blind, and remarkably skilled 
at looking for recurring events, patterns, and numbers. When her father goes missing, 
clues from his notebook take Laureth and her 7-year-old brother Benjamin to NYC, 
where surviving will take all her skill at spotting the amazing, shocking, and sometimes 
dangerous connections in a world full of darkness.)

Sidebottom, Harry The Amber Road    $16.95   (Warrior of Rome #6: 264 CE: The Roman Empire has 
been torn in two, and a war is coming between Postumus, who has seized the western 
provinces, and Emperor Gallienus. Ballista is sent to his homeland of Hyperborea to 
raise an army against Postumus.)

Smith, Alexander McCall The Forever Girl    $15.95   (Amanda and her daughter Clover live in a close-knit 
community of expats on Grand Cayman Island. As Clover falls for her first love, and 
allows her heart to chart her life's course, Amanda realizes that she has fallen out of 
love with Clover's father, and that her carefully mapped-out future is actually unknown 
territory.

Their first case involves a stolen 
heirloom, a false confession, and an array of fishy suspects.)

Swanson, Peter The Girl with a Clock for a Heart    $14.99   (George Foss is pulled into a whirlpool of 
betrayal and murder when the woman who broke his heart 20 years ago shows up and 
ask for his help.)

Todd, Charles Hunting Shadows    $14.99   (Ian Rutledge #16: 1920: A society wedding becomes a 
crime scene when a man is murdered; when a second body is found, the local 
constabulary calls in Scotland Yard. As Inspector Rutledge investigates, a clear

Vanderpool, Clare Navigating Early    $7.99   (Ages 10 and up. 1946: After his mother dies, Jack Baker is 
relocated from Kansas to Maine, and meets Early Auden, who collects clippings about 
sightings of a great black bear, and who won't believe what everyone accepts to be the 
truth about the bear, timber rattlesnakes, and the boarding school hero known as The 
Fish, who never returned from the war. When the boys find themselves unexpectedly 
alone at school, they embark on a quest on the Appalachian Trail in search of the 
great black bear.)

Wait, Lea Twisted Threads    $7.99   (Mainely Needlepoint #1: PBO; Her mother's murder brings 
Angie back to Harbor Haven, Maine, where her Gram has started a business with the 
Mainely Needlepointers. When Angie and Gram become suspects in the death of a 
shady business associate, Angie finds clues that may connect to her mother's murder.)

Walker, Martin The Resistance Man    $15.95   (Bruno #6: A veteran of the Resistance dies, leaving 
behind documents that connect him to a train robbery. A former British spymaster's 



estate is burglarized. A home is broken into just as the owner is finishing a book on 
France's nuclear weapons program. An antiques dealer is found murdered, and his 
former lover, the number one suspect, is on the run. As police chief Bruno 
investigates, he begins to suspect the crimes are somehow linked; in this part of 
France, the past is never really past.)

Wenger, Christine Diners, Drive-ins, and Death    $7.99   (Comfort Food #3: PBO; Trixie is helping her 
friend ACB open a drive-in movie theater. When the groundbreaking turns up the dead 
body of ACB's missing beau, and the police connect her to the murder weapon, can 
Trixie clear her friend's name?)

Woods, Stuart Insatiable Appetites    $27.95   (Stone Barrington #32: When Stone finds himself 
responsible for distributing the estate of a respected mentor, the process reveals 
secrets that range from surprising to outright alarming.)

Wright, June Duck Season Death    $12.95   (It seems everyone at a remote inn had a good reason 
to shoot publisher Athol Sefton. Sefton's nephew Charles hopes to solve the crime by 
applying the 'rules of the game' he's learned as a reviewer of detective fiction - but the 
killer doesn't seem to be playing by those rules.)

Wright, June So Bad a Death    $14.95   (Maggie Byrnes #2: When Maggie's landlord, unpopular 
local bigwig James Holland, is shot, it's no surprise, but Maggies suspects that 
someone is also trying to poison his infant heir, and turns sleuth to uncover the 
culprits.)

Clark, Mary Jane That Old Black Magic    $13.99   (Piper Donovan #4: In New Orleans to perfect her 
pastry skills at a famous French Quarter bakery, Piper gets drawn into the hunt for the 
Hoodoo Killer.)

Doughty, Louise Apple Tree Yard    $16.00   (Shortlisted for the Steel Dagger. Yvonne was happily 
married, a successful scientist. Now she is charged with murder, in the witness box 
facing the gaze of her alleged accomplice, a man who is also her lover. As Yvonne 
faces hostile questioning, she must piece together the story of her affair. Here in the 
courtroom, everything hinges on one night in a dark alley called Apple Tree Yard.)

Gage, Leighton The Ways of Evil Men    $14.95   (Mario Silva #7: When all but two members of a 
dwindling Amazon jungle tribe drop dead from what looks like poison, Chief Inspector 
Mario Silva and his team are sent to investigate the genocide.)

Beaton, M.C. Death of a Policeman    $8.00   (Hamish Macbeth #30: Local police stations all over the 
Highlands are being threatened with closure; DCI Blair sends keen young officer Cyril 
Sessions to monitor what Sgt. Macbeth does every day. Hamish is prepared to insure 
that Cyril returns with a full report, but finds himself prime suspect when Cyril is killed.)

Beaton, M.C. Death of a Liar    $25.00   (Hamish Macbeth #31: When a woman falsely reports being 
attacked, then winds up dead, Sergeant Macbeth must sort through all of her lies to 
solve the crime.)

Aided by 
his loyal butler Belton, Carne embarks on a crime spree, stealing from London's 
richest citizens and then making fools of them by posing as a detective investigating 
the thefts.)

Brightwell, Emily Mrs. Jeffries and the One Who Got Away    $7.99   (Mrs. Jeffries #33: PBO; When a 
woman is found strangled in a North London cemetery with an old newspaper clipping 
clutched in her hand, Inspector Witherspoon will need the help of his housekeeper 
Mrs. Jeffries to revisit an old case that has haunted him for years.)

Brody, Frances Murder in the Afternoon    $15.99   (Kate Shackleton #3: When Harriet and Austin find 
their father dead in the quarry, they run for help. But when help arrives, there is no 
sign of the body. Mary Jane, the children's mother, is adamant that only Kate can help.

Conrad, Hy Toured to Death    $25.00   (Amy's Travel #1: While planning a murder-themed 
excursion - a road rally near Monte Carlo, with guests competing to solve a murder 
along the way - Amy and her mother Fanny tackle real-life foul play when the writer 
scripting the excursion is murdered in his New York apartment.)

Cook, J.J. (Lavene) Fry Another Day    $7.99   (Biscuit Bowl #2: PBO; With a few loyal supporters in tow, 
Zoe takes the Biscuit Bowl to a nationally televised food truck race. As the competition 
rolls on, the body count rises, and Zoe must race to catch the killer.)



Donachie, David A Divided Command    $16.95   (John Pearce #10: Trouble follows John Pearce to the 
Mediterranean. He has to fight admirals, a duel, and even his beloved Emily Barclay.

James, Miranda Arsenic and Old Books    $25.95   (Cat in the Stacks #6: Librarian Charlie Harris is 
asked to authenticate a set of Civil War-era diaries donated by a prominent family. 
He'll need to be careful, because the more he reads, the closer he might be getting to 
his final chapter.)

Kardos, Michael Before He Finds Her    $25.00   (After 15 years in hiding, Melanie returns to Silver Bay 
in hopes of doing what the authorities have not: find her murderous father before he 
finds her.)

Nesbo, Jo The Son    $15.95   (When a young man with uncanny abilities to soothe and absolve, 
serving time for crimes he didn't commit, learns some long-hidden truths about his 
dead father, he makes a brilliant prison escape, and begins hunting down the people 
responsible for the hideous crimes he's paid for.)

Patterson, J/Sullivan, M Private L.A.    $10.00   (Private #7: When mega-celebrities Thom and Jennifer Harlow 
disappear, Private's Jack Morgan and Justine Smith must breach the Harlows' wall of 
security and image control to uncover shocking truths. Was the disappearance the 
Harlows' greatest - and most dangerous - performance ever?)

Pearce, Michael The Mouth of the Crocodile    $28.95   (Mamur Zapt #18: The Sudan, 1913: A dead 
man is fished out of the River Nile. Was it an accident? A visiting Pasha from the 
Royal Household believes it was murder, and that he himself was the intended target. 
Now it's up to Captain Owen, the Mamur Zapt, to uncover the truth.)

Pendleton, Don (creator) Dragon Key    $5.99   (Executioner #435: PBO; Bolan heads to China to get a dissident 
and his family out of the country.)

Pendleton, Don (creator) Mind Bomb    $6.99   (Stony Man #135: PBO; Stony Man must find out who is behind a 
series of attacks involving a mind control drug.)

Reilly, Matthew The Great Zoo of China    $26.00   (40 years ago, the Chinese found a species of 
animal no one believed existed. Now they are ready to unveil their discovery within the 
greatest zoo ever constructed. VIPs and journalists are invited, including Dr. C.J. 
Cameron, a writer for National Geographic and an expert on reptiles. The visitors are 
assured by their Chinese hosts that they are perfectly safe - and that nothing can go 
wrong.)

Riches, Anthony The Leopard Sword    $12.95   (Empire #4: Marcus leads his Tungrians from Hadrian's 
Wall to their original home in Germania, where a bandit chieftain is robbing and killing 
with impunity - using a sword sharper, stronger, and more deadly than any known to 
the Romans - and now threatens to destabilize the empire's northern frontier.)

Riches, Anthony The Wolf's Gold    $12.95   (Empire #5: Fresh from their victory in Germania, Marcus 
and the Tungrians are sent to Dacia to safeguard the gold mines from the marauding 
Sarmatae tribesmen who threaten the province.)

Riches, Anthony The Eagle's Vengeance    $12.95   (Empire #6: Returning to Hadrian's Wall, where the 
legions are struggling to hold the northern frontier in the face of increasing resistance, 
Marcus and the Tungrians are sent into the northern wastes to recover the eagle 
standard of the Sixth legion.)

Shenon, Philip A Cruel and Shocking Act    $22.00   (Nonfiction. A veteran investigative reporter 
rewrites the history of the John F. Kennedy assassination, and speaks to the questions 
that have haunted the nation for decades.)



Simenon, Georges A Man's Head (alternate titles: A Battle of Nerves / Maigret's War of Nerves    
$10.00   (Maigret #5: Reissue; On the streets of Paris, Inspector Maigret tracks a killer 
on the run.)

Slaughter, Karin Cop Town    $9.99   (Atlanta, 1974: A beloved cop has been gunned down, the police 
are out for blood, and the city is on the edge of war. When Maggie Lawson and her 
new partner, rookie Kate Murphy, are pushed out of the citywide search for the cop 
killer, they pursue their own line of inquiry.)

Smith, Karen Rose Gilt by Association    $7.99   (Caprice DeLuca #3: PBO; Client Louise Downing's 
romantically decorated house practically staged itself. When Louise is murdered, as 
Caprice looks for suspects, she discovers the woman had plenty of secrets.)

Steinhauer, Olen The Cairo Affair    $16.00   (At the American embassy in Hungary, minutes after Sophie 
Kohl confesses to her husband that she had an affair while they were in Cairo, he is 
shot in the head and killed. Stan Bertolli, a Cairo-based CIA agent, feels his heart 
skips a beat when he hears the voice of the only woman he ever truly loved, calling to 
ask why her husband has been assassinated. When the murder of a US diplomat in 
Hungary sends ripples all the way to Cairo, Egyptian intelligence operative Omar 
Halawi must follow the fallout wherever it leads. US analyst Jibril Aziz knows more 
than anyone about a covert operation the CIA rejected. So when it appears someone 
else has obtained a copy of the blueprints, Jibril alone knows the danger it represents.)

Along 
with the circus, pickpockets have come to town, stealing wallets, phones, and jewelry 
from the audience. The police chief asks Jerry and Maya to help him collect clues and 
sniff out suspects.)

Widmark, Martin The Cafe Mystery    $5.99   (Whodunit Detective Agency #4: Ages 7 and up. Pleasant 
Valley's best bakery has been robbed, for the third time this year! The police chief 
turns to Jerry and Maya's super sleuthing skills for help catching the tricky thief.)

Blum, Howard Dark Invasion: 1915: Germany's Secret War Against America    $16.99   (Nonfiction. 
Tom Tunney, head of the NYPD Bomb Squad, hunts for a team of saboteurs recruited 



by the Germans to bring down vital targets.)
Brekke, Jorgen Dreamless    $25.99   (Odd Singsaker #2: When a singer is murdered and another 

singer disappears, Chief Inspector Odd Singsaker and the Trondheim police discover 
both cases are somehow connected to a centuries-old lullaby.)

Brody, Frances A Woman Unknown    $25.99   (Kate Shackleton #4: 1920s England: While 
investigating where Deirdre Fitzpatrick really goes when she is supposedly caring for 
her sick mother, amateur sleuth Kate Shackleton gets involved in a more sinister 
investigation when a philandering banker is found dead in his hotel room.)

Burley, John The Forgetting Place    $14.99   (PBO; At a state correctional psychiatric facility, Dr. 
Lise Shields uncovers a conspiracy to conceal an injustice.)

Chesterton, R.B. The Seeker    $14.95   (After finding a journal that proves her aunt Bonnie was an 
intimate companion of Thoreau, Aine Cahill travels to Walden Pond to work on her 
dissertation. But the further she delves into Bonnie's diary, the more Aine finds herself 
wondering about her family's sinister legacy, and even her own sanity. Is there really a 
young girl lurking in the woods?)

Cleeves, Ann Dead Water    $16.99   (Shetland #5: When a journalist's body is found, Inspector 
Willow Reeves is called in to head up the investigation, but Inspector Jimmy Perez has 
the local knowledge needed for the case. They soon realize that the journalist was 
chasing a story many Shetlanders don't want made public.)

Estleman, Loren D. The Confessions of Al Capone    $16.99   (Biographical novel about the notorious 
gangster.)

Grady, James Last Days of the Condor    $25.99   (Condor #3: Look in the mirror. You're nobody 
anybody knows. You know pursuing the truth will get you killed. But you refuse to just 
fade away. You run your life branded with the code name you made iconic: Condor.)

Handler, David Phantom Angel    $24.99   (Benji Golden #2: Hired by broadway showman Morrie 
Frankel to track down a potential investor who has vanished, PI Benji Golden winds up 
in the middle of a high-profile murder investigation when Morrie is gunned down on 
42nd Street.)

Herron, Mick Nobody Walks    $26.95   (For the first time since he cut ties years ago, Tom Bettany 
returns to London to find out the truth about his estranged son's death. More than a 
few people are interested in his return, from incarcerated mob bosses to the highest 
echelons of MI5.)

Hopkinson, Deborah The Great Trouble    $7.99   (Ages 10 and up. Eel is an orphan and a mudlark, 
spending his days in the filthy River Thames searching for things to sell. When deadly 
cholera comes to Broad Street, people believe it is spread through poisonous air. But 
Dr. John Snow has a different theory. It's up to Eel and his friend Florrie to gather 
evidence to prove the theory before the entire neighborhood is wiped out.)

Kaaberbol, Lene Doctor Death    $25.00   (France, 1894: Madeleine Karno wants to become a 
pathologist like her father, but autopsies are considered unseemly and ungodly. When 
a dead woman's family won't permit a full autopsy, Madeleine and her father have only 
a single clue: in the dead girl's nostrils they found a parasite normally seen only in 
dogs. When the priest who held vigil by the corpse is murdered, Madeleine must seek 
answers behind convent walls, in secret diaries, and in the yellow stare of an aging 
wolf.)

Kerr, Philip (P.B.) The Winter Horses    $9.99   (Ages 10 and up. 1941: Max, the caretaker of an animal 
preserve, must learn to live with the Nazis. He must also learn to keep secrets, for 
there is a girl hiding in the park. Kalinka has lost everything but her life. Still, she has 
gained one gift: a relationship with the rare wild Przewalski's horses that wander the 
preserve. When a Nazi campaign of extermination nearly wipes them out, Kalinka sets 
out across the frozen Ukrainian forest to save the only two surviving horses - and 
herself.)

Lourey, Jess February Fever    $14.99   (Murder by Month #10: PBO; Mira agrees to a trip to 
Portland, Oregon, to visit her boyfriend Johnny and attend a PI conference, only to 
discover her friend Mrs. Berns has booked them on the Valentine's Train,where 
singles meet and mingle. Surprisingly, Mira actually enjoys herself - until a fellow 
passenger is murdered.)

Murphy, Shirley & Pat The Cat, the Devil, the Last Escape    $24.99   (Misto the Ghost Cat #2: Set up to take 
the fall for a deadly robbery, Morgan Blake faces life in prison. In need of a friend, his 
young daughter Sammie turns to Misto the ghost cat. Morgan makes friends with an 
old con named Lee Fontana, and they plan a wily escape to bring the real killer to 
justice and clear Morgan's name for good.)

Olshan, Matthew Marshlands    $14.00   (An aging prisoner is released without explanation, expelled into 



a great city, where he scrounges for scraps, sleeping rough, until a museum curator 
rescues him from an assault. The museum has just opened a controversial exhibit: a 
perfect replica of the marshes, a wilderness still wracked by conflict. There the man 
had spent years as a doctor among the marshmen, who have been colonized but 
never conquered. As the pieces of his past come together, a great crime and its 
consequences begin to take shape.)

Price, Richard The Whites    $28.00   (Manhattan Night Watch usually acts as setup crew for the day 
shift. But Sergeant Billy Graves' investigation of a fatal slashing in Penn Station moves 
beyond the usual handoff. When he learns the victim was a suspect in an unsolved 
case from the 1990s, the bad old days are back in Billy's life with a vengeance.)

Quartey, Kwei Murder at Cape Three Points    $14.95   (Darko Dawson #3: Months ago, a married 
couple, pillars of their coastal community, were murdered. The rural police have made 
no headway on the case, so the federal police send DI Darko Dawson to investigate.)

Reichs, Kathy Bones Never Lie    $9.99   (Temperance Brennan #17: Years ago, Anique Pomerleau 
kidnapped and murdered a string of girls in Canada, then narrowly eluded capture. 
Now Pomerleau has resurfaced in the US. Can Tempe make good on her second 
chance to stop this psychopath?)

Robb, J.D. Obsession in Death    $27.95   (Eve Dallas #40: Lt. Eve Dallas has become the object 
of an obsession. Someone who believes they have a special relationship - and would 
kill for her, again and again.)

Robotham, Michael Watching You    $15.00   (O'Loughlin & Ruiz #9: Marnie Logan often feels like she's 
being watched. Now her husband has disappeared, and the police have no leads. 
Depressed, she turns to psychologist Joe O'Loughlin for help. A look at Marnie's past 
shows that anyone who got close to her paid a price - a killer is eliminating the people 
in her life. And now that O'Loughlin is a part of it, he's next in line.)

Rollins, J/Cantrell, R Blood Infernal    $27.99   (Order of the Sanguines #3: The forces of darkness have 
crowned a new king, a demon named Legion. To save the world, archaeologist Erin 
Granger and her allies must find the key to salvation, a search that will take them 
across centuries and around the world, pursued by creatures of uncanny skill and 
talent.)

Ross, Loretta Death & the Redheaded Woman    $14.99   (Auction Block #1: PBO; When she finds a 
naked dead man in a house she's supposed to prepare for auction, Wren Morgan 
teams up with PI Death Bogart to try to solve the murder and find some missing 
jewels.)

Royal, Priscilla Satan's Lullaby    $14.95   (Prioress Eleanor #11: 1278 CE: Father Davoir has arrived 
to inspect the priory, from its morals to its roofs. When his clerk dies from a potion 
prepared by Sister Anne, is it incompetence, or murder? Davoir suspects that Prioress 
Eleanor ordered the death, to frighten him away before he uncovers the truth behind 
the accusations that she is unfit for her position.)

Smith, Alexander McCall Bertie's Guide to Life and Mothers    $15.00   (44 Scotland Street #9: Angus might be 
sleepwalking his way to trouble with Animal Welfare when he lets his dog Cyril drink a 
bit too much lager at the bar. As his 7th birthday party approaches, Bertie dreams of 
his 18th, free of the influence of his domineering mother. Matthew and Elspeth 
struggle to care for their triplets, contending with Danish au pairs and dubious dukes to 
boot.)

Smith, Lachlan Lion Plays Rough    $14.00   (Leo Maxwell #2: With his brother Teddy disabled and 
dependent on him, Leo is on the lookout for a big case that will make his reputation as 
a lawyer. But the one he chooses lands him in a world of trouble - he finds himself 
framed for murder and sent to prison with a price on his head.)

Spillane, M/Collins, M King of the Weeds    $7.99   (Mike Hammer: Hammer finds himself up against a clever 
serial killer who is targeting cops.)

Sykes, S.D. (Sarah) Plague Land    $24.95   (14th century: After years in a monastery, Oswald de Lacy finds 
himself the Lord of Somerhill Manor when his father and brothers die of the plague. 
When a young woman is killed, the village priest claims the attack was supernatural, 
but Oswald's search for the real killer leads him into a maze of political intrigue, family 
secrets, and violent strife.)

Verne, Deirdre Drawing Conclusions    $14.99   (Sketch in Crime #1: PBO; When her beloved twin 
brother is murdered, CeCe Prentice uses her sketching abilities and knowledge of their 
father's company to provide Detective DeRosa with clues.)

Wilde, James End of Days    $25.95   (Hereward #3: England, 1071: William the Bastard turns his 
gaze towards the last stronghold of the English resistance. In their fortress on the Isle 
of Ely, plans have been put in motion for a bloody uprising to sweep the Norman off 



the throne, but Hereward is missing. Can the rebels find their leader before William 
begins his devastating assault?)

Zander, Joakim The Swimmer    $27.99   (A deep-cover CIA agent races across Europe to save the 
daughter he never knew, who has accidentally seen a laptop containing information so 
sensitive that some will kill to keep it hidden.)
