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Parking

Metered parking (25 cents for 20 minutes) is available in front of the store. Meters are enforced 8am-6pm Monday
through Saturday (except for federal holidays). Note the number on the pole you park by, and pay at the box located
between the dental office driveway and Popeyes driveway. The box accepts quarters, dollar coins, and credit cards,
and prints a receipt that shows the expiration time. Meter parking for vehicles with Disability License Plates or a
Disability Certificate is free. (Rates and hours shown are subject to change without notice - the meters are run by the
city, not by us.)

Free parking is also available in the dental office lot from 5pm-8pm Monday through Thursday, and all day Friday,
Saturday, and Sunday.

How's Business?

We are once again participating in the Hennepin County "Choose to Reuse" program. The coupon book has
coupons for several used book stores, three used record stores, a bunch of thrift stores, used clothing stores, used
electronics stores, used sports equipment stores, used furniture and office equipment stores, a couple of equipment
rental places, etc. The deals vary from store to store, but 20% off for used stuff is most common. The coupons are
good August 1 through October 31, 2015. We have a display of the coupon books right inside our front door, but
they are also being distributed at Hennepin County libraries and some other official Hennepin County buildings. It's
also supposed to be possible to download the coupons with a smart phone, but nobody at the Uncles has a smart
enough phone to manage that. The coupons are only good for in-store purchases, not for mail orders.

We see an increase in business every summer. Partly, it's because local customers find it easier to get around than
during the winter. Partly, it's because we see a lot of once-a-year customers from out-of-state making their annual
trip to vacation in Minnesota or western Wisconsin and they've made a stop at the Uncles part of their annual
vacation. (Funny how folks from warmer climates seldom come to Minnesota to vacation in January or February.)
Since the Sheraton Hotel was built across the street and especially since the convention business has recovered,
we've been having a lot of guests at the Sheraton look out their windows, see the Uncles, and come over to look
around. Some of the hotel guests just wander around, saying something along the lines of "I've never seen a



bookstore like this before" and then leave without buying anything (and often without putting books back where they
picked them up). But some of the hotel guests do buy a few books. And some buy a lot of books and have us ship
the books back home for them. While our sales are up compared to winter, the sales are about even with the last
couple of summers.

We've been having frequent computer problems lately, perhaps partly because the equipment seems to have aged
faster than | had realized. The worst was several weeks ago when we had a violent Friday night/Saturday morning
thunderstorm that knocked down lots of trees, leaving about 240,000 homes and businesses without power. When |
walked into the Uncles Saturday morning a few hours before opening, | found that we had lost power for a few
minutes and | had to restart some computers. | pushed the power button on the server, lights lit up, and it went buzz,
buzz, buzz, but the monitor wouldn't light up and the other computers couldn't find the server. We couldn't use the
cash registers at all or process charge cards in the regular manner. A friend of the store was able to come over mid-
afternoon and found the problem. The server's RAM got fried, either when the power went down or when the power
went back on. We had a couple of other identical models of computer that we replaced a few years ago with newer
computers, so there were plenty of spare parts available, and about 2:30 pm we had the cash registers back in
operation. Across the street, the Sheraton didn't get their power back until about 4:00 pm (which meant no food
service and no air conditioning on a day around 90 degrees), and the Global Marketplace's annual music festival
(with two outdoor stages and one indoor stage) also had no power, no food or beverage service, and no air
conditioning until 4:00 pm. I'm hoping to be able to replace the entire computer network at the Uncles in the next
couple of months, which will probably mean headaches for a couple of days and then hopefully things will improve a
lot.

But the problems with our own computers were just the beginning of the technological headaches. One day we lost
our internet connection, but that was because our router died, and was easy to fix. A few weeks later, the internet
slowed down so badly that our credit card processing software kept timing out before it could get a response. After 4
hours, Comcast got the problem fixed for the entire area. Four days later, the entire area lost internet service for
another 4 hours. (During the second outage of the week, | realize how unfair it was that our fax machine didn't also
die when the internet went down: the spammers can still get to us by fax. All winter we get faxes telling us that the
human resources department wants us to vacation in Mexico or the Caribbean, using a particular travel agency.
During the second internet outage of the week, we received a fax informing us that the h.r. department wants us all
to go to a federal training camp to learn to be forklift operators.) We also had problems a couple of times with our
website not loading from the server (which | think is now in Virginia, after many years in California). Tech support
was not very helpful and kept trying to claim that it was our fault that their server was not working properly. Most
recently, the telephone line to Uncle Hugo's went dead. CenturyLink was quick to switch the calls coming into Uncle
Hugo's over to the Uncle Edgar's line (so Elizabeth could deal with twice her normal load of robo-calls and boiler
room calls), but said it would take a full week before they could send somebody out to look for the problem. (So,
Comcast goes down more often than | would like but gets things fixed within 4 hours; CenturyLink goes down and
won't send a repairman for a week, and CenturyLink can't figure out why | don't switch my internet service over to
them.)

The e-book situation continues to be interesting. Barnes & Noble did have e-book distribution for the Nook set up in
40 countries, but in July they announced that as of August 7 they would only sell e-books to customers in the U.S.
and the U.K. I've read that when Sony got out of the e-book market and sold out to Kobo, most of the e-books
purchased from Sony became impossible to access and Kobo was unwilling to help. Many people in other countries
who bought e-books from B&N are now wondering if the same thing will happen to them now. Amazon saw the
sales of the Kindle tablet decrease by nearly 70% last holiday season compared to the year before. The American
Booksellers Association arranged a deal where member stores could sell Kobo e-book readers and e-books, but the
sales are reported to be less than spectacular. Of course, if a bookstore has a choice between making $10 by
selling a hardcover copy of a title or making $.50 by selling the e-book of the same title, they probably won't push
the e-book very hard. And the percentage of the book market claimed by e-books grew only slightly in the last year.
What we've seen among Uncles' customers is that a few have switched completely to e-books, a lot of customers
have tried e-books and find them useful in some situations (going on vacation or for a book that is no longer
available in the print version) but have found that they enjoy reading printed books more than reading e-books, and
a lot of customers still haven't tried e-books and are not very interested in trying them.

| just read a report on the book industry in Greece. In late June, the government limited the amount that could be
withdrawn from bank accounts and made it extremely difficult to send funds outside of Greece. Since then bookstore
sales have dropped between 50% and 80%, sales of books from publishers to bookstores has dropped by 80%, and
publishing new books has stopped. Seems that all the paper and ink needs to be imported into Greece, and the
printers can't pay their bills to their suppliers because of the currency restrictions, so printing has stopped. The
publishers are not allowed to pay royalties to authors outside of Greece because of the currency restrictions, but
they couldn't afford to pay anyway because the bookstores can't pay their bills because of the currency restrictions.



Short Recommendations

Son of the Black Sword by Larry Correia ($25.00) is the first of the Saga of the Forgotten Warrior series, and is
very different from any other novels that Larry has written. There are no guns and very little humor in the first
volume. This is a more traditional fantasy novel, set on a world with a rigid caste system. There was a war many
centuries ago between the humans and the demons, that eventually lead to the demons controlling the seas and the
humans controlling the land. Over the centuries, the number of magical weapons has slowly decreased, and without
the magical weapons the demons will take the land away from the humans. After its previous bearer died, a powerful
ancient sword picked young Ashok to be its new bearer (after killing or maiming the other humans who first tried to
claim it). After years of training, Ashok became a Protector, part of an elite military order of roving law enforcers.
Ashok became legendary not only for defeating incursions by the demons, but also for having a very rigid black and
white attitude towards law enforcement. Political maneuverings among the leading human factions, plus some
uncovered secrets from Ashok's past, place Ashok on the wrong side of the law, but his rigid black and white
attitudes continue. Larry will be signing at Uncle Hugo's on Tuesday, October 27, 5-6 pm.

A few years ago, when it seemed like half of Uncle Hugo's new release section was paranormal romances, it was
hard to find much space opera. That is no longer the case. Nemesis Games by James S.A. Corey ($27.00) is the
fifth volume in The Expanse series. In the first three books in this wonderful series, Leviathan Wakes ($17.00),
Caliban's War ($17.00), and Abaddon's Gate ($17.00), the action takes place in the Solar system. In the fourth
book, Cibola Burn ($17.00), the humans are using alien technology to expand into the galaxy, and James Holden
and the crew of the Rocinante are sent through the alien gateway to try to make peace between a group of
independent settlers and a powerful corporate colony ship, which becomes even more difficult when the billion year
old artificial planet wakes up and turns violent. In Nemesis Games, the Rocinante is back in the Solar system for
massive repairs. Holden stays with the ship to supervise repairs, and the rest of the crew split up to tie up loose
ends from their earlier lives, Amos back to the slums of Earth, Alex back to Mars, and Naomi among a radical
political element of the asteroid belt. This allows the book to fill in a lot of back story regarding the main characters,
to show in more depth the deep political divisions within the Solar system, and has the crew spread all over the
place when all hell breaks loose, so we can view things from four different points of view. | suspect the next book will
go back to the galaxy. The last | read, the SyFy channel series based on The Expanse is supposed to begin
broadcasting in December. The first episode was shown at the San Diego ComicCon, and received very favorable
reviews.

Empire of Dust by Jacey Bedford ($7.99) is the first published novel by a new British author, and it's a very good
old fashioned space opera. Hundred of jump gates have allowed the humans to expand to over 1000 colony worlds,
and the megacorps are always looking for more worlds to terraform and sell to new batches of colonists. They are
also constantly searching for teenagers with a bit of psi ability, and those they find are "given" hardware in their
brains to greatly boost their psi abilities and lots of training to use that hardware, after which they owe decades of
work to the megacorps as psi-techs to pay off the megacorps' investment in the hardware and training. The
megacorps profit not only from selling new worlds to colonists, but also from renting teams of psi-techs to help the
colonies to develop and thrive. Cara is a runaway psi-tech, who has proof of how corrupt and ruthless her former
employer is. She teams up (under a false identity) with a psi-tech from a competing megacorp to help establish a
new colony on the edge of the frontier, hoping that will keep her former employer from tracking her down. But there
are soon problems with the new colonists, with the planet, and with corruption within competing megacorps.
Crossways ($7.99), the sequel, has just arrived, and is also very good.

Linesman by S.K. Dunstall ($7.99) is another good space opera by another new author (actually two sisters writing
together). Five hundred years before the novel begins, an alien spaceship was found and the technology was
replicated to allow humans to get to the stars. There are ten lines that control a spaceship, with three of the lines
being vital for getting to the stars. The job of a linesman is to keep the ten lines functioning properly. There are a lot
of people who are capable of balancing the lower lines, but only fifty people in the human part of the galaxy who
have the skills needed to balance all ten lines. After five hundred years, the humans have colonized hundreds of
worlds and split into three major power blocks, each with extensive space military forces. All of the linesmen are
members of the Linesmen's Guild, which handles certification and working conditions, and is supposed to insulate
linesmen from the political squabbles of the different power blocks. After five hundred years of not finding any aliens,
the humans have found another alien artifact, much more powerful than the earlier alien ship, and everybody wants
to control the new artifact. The story is told from the points of view of two very different level ten linesmen. I'm
eagerly awaiting the next installment of the story.



It's been almost three years since Michael Cobley's Humanity's Fire series came out, but | just got around to reading
it. The books are Seeds of Earth ($9.00), The Orphaned Worlds ($9.00), and The Ascendant Stars ($9.00). This
is a very big universe space opera, like those of Peter F. Hamilton or lain M. Banks, with lots of things going on. In
the first book, Earth is under attack by Swarmers, a large insect-like race trying to conquer this part of the galaxy.
Earth manages to send off three colony ships using random hyperjumps so that they can't be followed. One of the
colony ships reaches a planet (Darien) with a moon that also supports life, and both the planet and the moon are
already populated by a short, furry race called the Uvovo, who take in the humans and help them survive. After 150
years of isolation, they are found by Earthsphere. Seems that shortly after the colony ships left, another alien empire
(the Sendrukan Hegemony) came along, became allies of Earth, helped to defeat the Swarmers, and have been
dominating Earth ever since. Seems there are lots of alien empires out there, and they are often at war, and the
Hegemony is happy to use Earth troops in their wars. About the time the Earthsphere ship arrives, the colonists
discover the remains of a Forerunner military installation that was critical in a major galactic war 100,000 years ago.
Suddenly, the Hegemony and many other empires want to take Darien away from both the humans and the Uvovo
and discover the Forerunner secrets. The three books are fast paced, fairly complex, with lots of interesting
characters to remember, and a strange idea about hyperspace I've never seen before. The other two missing
colonies also become part of the story. The story arc is completed at the end of the third book, but a new novel set
in the same universe will be coming next January.

| am a big fan of Eric Flint's 1632 ($7.99) and most of the many sequels to it. But when Time Spike by Eric Flint and
Marilyn Kosmatka ($7.99) came out in 2010, | didn't realize that it tied in with 1632, so | didn't get around to reading
it until recently. Since the events described in 1632 took place, it seems that the U.S. government has been trying to
cover up whatever happened, and many scientists have been quietly trying to find out the truth. When another major
time displacement event takes place (sending an under-staffed maximum security prison from southern lllinois
millions of years into the past, and sweeping up Indians from before the Europeans reached North America, some
early Spanish explorers, and some Cherokees and US troops from the Trail of Tears and sending them all to the
same time period), we see both what's going on in current times and back in the Cretaceous. This book can be read
and enjoyed entirely on its own, but | think a lot of fans of 1632 will be particularly interested in it.

I've read and enjoyed a lot of Robert J. Sawyer's books over the years, but | recently got around to reading his
WWW trilogy (WWW: Wake ($7.99), WWW: Watch ($7.99), and WWW:Wonder ($7.99)), and | enjoyed it more
than any of his other works. An intelligent being evolves on the worldwide web, and is discovered by Caitlin, a
sixteen-year-old girl in Canada who had been blind since birth until she received an experimental implant to convert
the signal from her optic nerve into something that her brain can comprehend. The first experiment doesn't show her
what the outside world looks like, but rather shows her the worldwide web as no other human has ever seen it. Once
she finds the intelligent being, she sets out to raise it, train it, and protect it from both the US and Chinese
governments' efforts to harm it. Sawyer smoothly conveys large amounts of science without slowing down the plot,
and the assortment of humans characters is interesting and well developed.

I'm a big fan of Kat Richardson's Greywalker series of urban fantasies, and she has announced that Revenant (#9,
$7.99) is the last Greywalker book, at least for a while, as she tries her hand at some other projects. The earlier
books in the series consist of Greywalker ($7.99), Poltergeist ($7.99), Underground ($7.99), Vanished ($7.99),
Labyrinth ($7.99), Downpour ($7.99), Seawitch ($7.99), and Possession ($7.99), and they should be read in
order. Harper Blaine was a small-time Seattle Pl until she was briefly killed on a case. She was resuscitated within
two minutes, but ever since then she has been a greywalker, able to step between the world of the living and the
world of the dead (and all kinds of supernatural threats). This has led her to take some pretty strange cases. She
also met and eventually took as a lover Quinton, a man with very different skills, on the run from his crazed father, a
former CIA operative who is now trying to create paranormal tools to carry out his own deranged political plots. In
Revenant, Harper follows Quinton to Portugal (with the help of a vampire/necromancer she has dealt with in Seattle
in many earlier books, but who was originally from Portugal hundreds of years ago). An ancient cult has become an
ally of Quinton's father, but they have their own diabolical plans, even worse that Quinton's father's plans. If Harper
and Quinton don't foil the plans, millions of people will die.

Recommendations

Barbara Hamilton (aka Barbara Hambly) takes us to 1770s Massachusetts, a colony deeply divided between patriots
demanding changes in governance and loyalists supporting British rule. The Sons of Liberty are agitating for
change: firebrand Sam Adams is their leader, silversmith Paul Revere organizes their information network, and
lawyer John Adams, Sam's cousin, writes broadsides under a variety of pen names - all of them risking
imprisonment or hanging for treason if the Provost General can find evidence connecting them to these activities.
This makes things quite complicated for John's wife Abigail in The Ninth Daughter ($8.99), when she finds a



brutally murdered woman in her friend Rebecca's kitchen one morning. Rebecca, who also works with the Sons of
Liberty, has disappeared, no one knows where. And the dead woman turns out to be the wife of a wealthy loyalist,
not to mention the mistress of the commander of the British garrison. Assistant Provost Marshal Lieutenant
Coldstone suspects John Adams of being the killer. As Coldstone investigates the murder, he and Abigail go from
adversaries to allies, but it's a cautious partnership: they each have political knowledge they don't want revealed to
the other. Abigail is also determined to find out what has become of Rebecca.

In A Marked Man ($8.99), bookseller Harry Knox is arrested for the murder of crown official Sir Jonathan Cottrell, an
unscrupulous lecher who was planning to marry the woman Knox loves - Lucy Fluckner, the daughter of a wealthy
loyalist. There is also suspicion of a political motive for the killing - Cottrell was dispatched from England to gather
information about traitors in the colony, and Knox is known to be a patriot. (In fact, Knox was printing broadsides for
the Sons of Liberty the night of the killing, which leaves him unable to supply an alibi.) But Lieutenant Coldstone has
serious doubts about the case, based on the condition of the corpse and what he's discovered, and turns to Abigail
for help finding out more about the dead man's activities the day of his death (she turns to Paul Revere for help
gathering information). Abigail is additionally motivated to help by a request from Lucy Fluckner, a very determined
young woman who had no intention of marrying Cottrell, and has every intention of marrying Knox. As she
investigates, Abigail also tries to find out what happened to Philomena, a slave woman who has vanished from the
Fluckner household, leaving behind two small children.

Sup with the Devil ($7.99) takes Abigail to Harvard, where her young nephew Horace is a student, to investigate a
strange attempt on his life. While she is there, George Fairfield, a pleasant and popular student from Virginia, is
murdered. The sheriff and the college officials are certain Fairfield was killed by his slave Diomede, but the facts
Abigail discovers don't bear that out. She has her work cut out getting to the bottom of both mysteries. Hambly is a
historian, and the plots are nicely fleshed out with details about the politics of the day, the lives of colonial men and
women, and daily life in the Adams household. Abigail and John have a strong, loving marriage, and John has great
respect for Abigail's intelligence - his nickname for her is 'Portia’, after Shakespeare's intrepid woman lawyer. And,
despite occasional grumbles about the absences entailed by John's travels as a lawyer, Abigail's affection for him is
clear. Also clear are her feelings about cousin Sam - as much as Abigail supports the political positions of the Sons
of Liberty, she is not in favor of Sam's more reckless activities, which repeatedly complicate both her personal life
and her investigations. And | really enjoyed her interactions with Coldstone - their verbal fencing is delightful, and
their gradual transition from icy enmity to cautious alliance to mutual respect and cooperation is entirely believable. |
loved Abigail as a character, and as a sleuth, and | wish the series was longer.

Although her skills with humans still need some work, animal behaviorist Grace Wilde puts her ability to
communicate with animals to good use again in Horse of a Different Killer ($7.99, third in the series after Woof at
the Door and A Tiger's Tale, $7.99 each) by Laura Morrigan. Grace sheds no tears when she learns that Tony
Ortega, the abusive ex who put her sister Emma in the hospital years ago, is dead. Unfortunately, Emma been
arrested for his murder, and a strangely hostile detective is in charge of the investigation. Ortega had been trying to
reach Grace for days before his death, but she hadn't returned any of his calls. When she decides to do some
digging, her only lead is Ortega's fiancee Jasmine, who thinks the calls were probably about a Friesian horse Ortega
purchased as a gift for her - a horse that has disappeared from the stable where it was boarded. Jasmine asks
Grace to track down the horse; along the way, Grace hopes to find some ideas about who really killed Ortega. And
she'll have some help doing that from Kai, her hunky crime scene investigator boyfriend. As always, Morrigan does
a great job with her characters, both human and animal (I especially enjoyed the goats this time), and the suspense
of the investigation is nicely leavened with scenes of Grace at work - figuring out how to get an escaped koala out of
a tree, or why a normally quiet cat is suddenly shredding the curtains - and at home, talking to her sister, walking her
dog, dealing with the latest chaos her kitten has created. | also love Grace's snarky sense of humor (like telling the
detective staring at Emma's antique wardrobe that it leads to Narnia), and the fact that she's smart, capable, and
pretty good at getting out of whatever trouble she manages to get herself into as she investigates.

Mo and Dale, aka the Desperado Detective Agency, are back in business in The Ghosts of Tupelo Landing
($7.99, ages 10 and up), sequel to Three Times Lucky ($7.99, ages 10 and up, a Newbery Honor book and Edgar
Award finalist) by Sheila Turnage. When the Old Tupelo Inn (established 1880, closed 1938) and its contents go to
the auction block, pretty much everyone in town plans to attend. Miss Lana has her eye on an umbrella stand, but
teams up with Miss Lacy to buy the inn when a nasty out-of-towner starts bidding on it. They plan to resell the inn to
someone nicer, but there might be some trouble with that: the inn also has a bona fide ghost (as disclosed in the fine
print of the auction documents). Next thing you know, Mo loses her temper at school, and says she and Dale are
going to interview the ghost for a history assignment. While working on this project, they find plenty of mysteries at
the inn. Who is the ghost, and why is she haunting the place? Why is curmudgeonly local moonshiner Mr. Red
Baker sneaking around the grounds at night? And why is that out-of-towner really interested in the property? It's a lot
to investigate, but Mo and Dale are up to the job (with some help from new kid in town Harm Crenshaw and the



supporting cast of responsible adults). The book is humorous and warm-hearted, and also deals gently with thornier
issues, like poverty in the community, and Dale's mixed feelings about his violent father's incarceration. I'm looking
forward to book 3 in the series, The Odds of Getting Even ($16.99, expected early October).

Mystery Reviews

The most interesting thing about Death on Blackheath by Anne Perry ($16.00) is that even though the mystery took
place during the Victorian era, it could have just as easily taken place today. It begins with the disappearance of a
lady's maid, not something that Thomas Pitt, head of Special Branch, should have investigated. The problem is that
the maid is part of the household of naval weapons expert, Dudley Kynaston. Pitt finds blood, hair, and shards of
glass outside the house. Although he finds no proof of anything lethal, a mutilated body of a young woman who
could have been the maid is found near the Kynaston home. There is no proof that this woman is the maid he's
looking for. But there is something's wrong with the whole thing. Could the maid have seen something she
shouldn't? Could the truth harm the country? That's what Pitt has to find out.

Desert Noir by Betty Webb ($14.95) begins with a murder. Lena Jones finds the body of her friend, Clarice Kobe,
who has been beaten to death. She felt sure she knew who the guilty person was, Clarice's husband who beat her
on a regular basis. When his lawyer asks for her help in proving his innocence, she doesn't want to say yes. But
then she finds out that he has an alibi. Delving into Clarice's life is sad for her as she finds out her friend isn't the
nice person she thought she was. She comes from a dysfunctional family and she was dysfunctional as well. Clarice
angered a great many people to get what she wanted. Lena has more suspects than she realized she would have.
Meanwhile someone is trying to kill her to get her off the case.

| came back from London and picked up a book that is set in, you guessed it, London. Cloche and Dagger by Jenn
McKinlay ($7.99) begins when Scarlett Parker escapes from her viral video depicting her attacking the man who lied
to her. She goes to London, hoping to find some peace and quiet while working at Mim's Whims, a ladies hat shop
on Portebello Run that has been left to her and her cousin Viv. Viv has been running the shop but when Scarlett
arrives, Viv has disappeared. With no idea of what is going on, she takes over the shop. Then one of her customers
is murdered wearing nothing but a hot that Scarlett sold her. Because the dead woman's husband is in love with Viv,
she is the prime suspect. Scarlett is not about to let anyone accuse her cousin of murder. She decides to find out the
truth with the help of a former boyfriend who has turned into a very handsome man.

A Deadly Grind ($7.99) is the first of a new series by Victoria Hamilton. The first thing | liked about this book, long
before | knew anything about the plot, was that the protagonist, Jaymie Leighton, stands up to her sister, Rebecca.
Also it is obvious that in spite of their differences that they care about each other. Jaymie is a collector of vintage
cookware. When she sees an original 1920's Hoosier-brand kitchen cabinet at an estate auction, she is determined
to have it in spite of her sister's protests that the house they both own has too many objects in it. She manages to
bid high enough to win the cabinet. She gets help bringing the cabinet home and storing it temporarily on her
summer porch until she can clean it.

When he's kept in the deep freeze
for 258 years, he's seriously pissed off. But the future of the galaxy-spanning Reich
depends on him, so Sloan is off - screwing, swearing, and shooting his way across
interstellar space.)

Dead But Not Forgotten $16.00 (Southern Vampire: Anthology. New stories about
your favorite Bon Temps residents from writers who are Sookie Stackhouse fans.)

Lightless $25.00 (Serving aboard an experimental military spacecraft launched by
the ruthless group that rules Earth's solar system, Althea has established an intense
bond with the ship's electronic systems, which speak more deeply to her analytical
mind than human feelings do. When saboteurs invade the ship, as the ship's systems
begin to malfunction, it falls to Althea to penetrate a captured saboteur's layers of
intrigue and deception before all is lost.)

The Night Land $12.95 (Doomsday Classics: Reissue; Originally published in 1912.
In the distant future, the sun has expired, and the Earth's few million survivors are
clustered in a gigantic pyramid, under siege by unknown forces.)

A Crucible of Souls $17.99 (Sorcery Ascendant #1: When Caldan's parents are
slain, the boy is raised by monks who teach him sorcery. Caldan vows to discover
what was behind his parents' death, a search that takes him into the unfamiliar and
dangerous city.)

The Brothers Cabal $16.99 (Johannes Cabal #4: Affable vampire Horst Cabal is
resurrected by an occult conspiracy raising a monstrous army. They plan to create a
country of horrors, a supernatural homeland. As Horst sees the lengths to which they
are prepared to go, he realizes that he cannot fight them alone.

Eighth Grave After Dark $7.99 (Charley Davidson #8: With twelve hellhounds after
her, pregnant Charley and her team have taken refuge on the sacred grounds of an
abandoned convent, where a new case involving the decades-old murder of a nun
catches her attention.)

Beyond the Pool of Stars $14.99 (Pathfinder Tales: PBO; Novel based on the role-
playing game.)

The Stephen King Companion $26.99 (Updated from the 1995 edition. A detailed
look at King's personal and professional life, illustrated with photos and artwork.)

Descent $7.99 (Walking Dead Novel #5: Lilly Caul and a small band of survivors are
determined to overcome Woodbury's traumatic past. They save themselves from an
approaching stampede of walkers by joining forces with a religious sect fresh from the
wilderness. But Jeremiah and his followers harbor a dark secret that will turn their
world upside down.)

Fourth of July Creek $15.99 (New Blood Dagger shortlist. After trying to help
Benjamin, a nearly feral boy living in the Montana wilderness, social worker Pete Snow
comes face to face with the boy's profoundly disturbed father Jeremiah Pearl. Pete
slowly earns a measure of trust from the paranoid survivalist, but Pearl's activities
spark the interest of the FBI, putting Pete at the center of a manhunt from which no
one will emerge unscathed.)

Beach Bags and Burglaries $7.99 (Haley Randolph #7: On a vacation at an island
resort, fashionista Haley Randolph finds a missing maid's body on the beach.
Everyone says it's an accident, but Haley thinks there's a lot going unsaid.)

Strange Shores $16.00 (Reykjavik #11: Shortlisted for the International Dagger.
Decades ago, a young woman disappeared from the frozen fjords of Iceland, leaving
in her wake a tempest of lies, betrayal and revenge. Now Inspector Erlendur is on the
hunt in that wilderness, looking for the missing woman, and for his long-lost brother.)

The Mammoth Book of Best British Crime 11  $14.95 (PBO; Anthology. 41 stories,
originally published in 2012 and 2014, by British authors.)

Snatched $17.95 (New museum and gallery director George Lepage hopes that his
tenure in the post will be short and profitable. But first a deranged former staff member
causes a riot in the Folk Department, and then three recently purchased, ruinously
expensive paintings of dubious authenticity are stolen.)

A Ghostly Demise $7.99 (Emma Lee Raines #3: PBO; After 5 years, Mary Anna
Hardy's deadbeat dad is back in town - or at least his ghost is. Turns out he didn't run
off. He was murdered, and he wants Emma Lee to find out who did the deed.)

Last Ragged Breath $25.99 (Bell Elkins #4: Royce Dillard doesn't remember much
about the 1972 Buffalo Creek disaster - he was only 2 when negligent strip mining and
heavy rain produced a flood that killed his parents, and nearly killed him. Now he's on
trial for murder. Prosecutor Bell Elkins faces her toughest challenge yet in a case
involving vengeance, greed, and the fierce struggle for social justice.)

You $16.00 (New Blood Dagger shortlist. When beautiful Guinevere Beck comes to
the bookstore where Joe Goldberg works, he Googles the name on her credit card,
learns what he needs to know about her, and orchestrates a series of events to
transform himself from stalker to boyfriend, removing the obstacles that stand in his
way - even if it means murder.)

Obelists Fly High $10.95 (Reissue; Originally published in 1935. Capt. Michael Lord
of the NYPD is the target of shots fired on board a plane, where a murder has already
taken place.

Prue with her estranged mother produces unexpected results: Henrietta's mansion is a
ruin, its owner vanished, leaving behind an evasive husband, two sinister stepsisters,
and a bullet-riddled corpse in the pumpkin patch, decked out in a ball gown and one
glass slipper. The investigation takes Ophelia and Prue down the trail of a legendary
fairy tale relic.)

Law and Author $7.99 (Ashton Corners #5: PBO; Retired police chief Bob Miller is
estranged from his daughter, so he's stunned by the arrival of Darla, a granddaughter
he's never met.

The Man Who Fell from the Sky $26.95 (Wind River #19: Rumors fly when Robert
Walking Bear dies while hunting for Butch Cassidy's buried loot. When one of his
cousins is murdered as well, Arapaho attorney Vicky Holden and Father John O'Malley
set out to find the killer.)

Once Upon a Grind $7.99 (Coffeehouse #14: When Clare roasts 'magical' beans for
Central Park's Fairy Tale Week, she brews up a vision that helps her find a young
model's body in the woods, and uncovers a roster of suspects, including a wolf from
Wall Street, a New York Giant, and a wicked witch of the West Side.)

Never Forget $13.95 (Nina Foster #1: Drafted into her first murder investigation, DC
Nina Foster is determined to find the killer. But when the story of her traumatic
childhood comes to light, her job, her peace of mind, and her safety are endangered.)

Is Fat Bob Dead Yet? $26.95 (Connor Raposo has just witnessed a gruesome
motorcycle accident. At least he thinks it was an accident, until he sees a familiar man
lurking around the crime scene.

The source has been in
contact with a young woman hacker - who resembles someone Blomkvist knows only
too well. In desperate need of a scoop, he turns to Lisbeth Salander for help.)

(Omnibus reprint. Classic crime novels.)

Knot the Usual Suspects $7.99 (Haunted Yarn Shop #5: PBO; A former resident
comes to town for the annual arts and crafts fair, and winds up dead. Can Kath and
her friends unravel the mystery?)

Chicago Noir: The Classics $15.95 (Anthology. Classic crime fiction.)

Blind Spot $9.99 (Jesse Stone #13: Jesse's time at his old baseball team's reunion
in LA is cut short. A young woman has been murdered, and her boyfriend, from a
prominent Paradise family, is missing and presumed kidnapped. And one of Jesse's
former teammates may in fact be his main suspect.)

A Curious Beginning $25.95 (Veronica Speedwell #1: 1887: After her cottage is
ransacked, explorer and naturalist Veronica Speedwell accepts sanctuary in London.

When a belligerent factory owner smashes into
the Kopp sisters' buggy, her demand that he pay for the damages turns into a war of
bricks, bullets, and threats. The sheriff enlists Constance's help in convicting the men.)

Home Fires (original title: Jambusters: The Story of the Women's Institute in the
Second World War) $17.00 (A history of the Women's Institute, a network of
community-based organizations in which over a third of a million women participated
during World War Il, playing a vital role in the British war effort. They ran canteens for
troops, collected botanicals to replace medicines that couldn't be imported during the
war, knitted millions of garments for soldiers, sailors, and refugees, and advised
government ministries on everything from evacuee housing to children's health to post-
war reconstruction.

Making Wolf $15.95 (London security guard Weston Kogi returns to his West African
home for his aunt's funeral. Telling people he's a homicide detective seems like
harmless hyperbole, until he finds himself kidnapped and forced by rebel factions to
investigate the murder of a local hero.)
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Victor finds himself targeted by a woman assassin who proves to be as deadly as he
is.)

The Hanging Girl $28.00 (Department Q #6: The team's latest cold case, the
hanging death of a teen girl, takes them to the remote Danish island of Bornholm and
a sun-worshipping cult. Carl, Assad, Rose, and Gordon must stop a string of murders
and a skilled manipulator who refuses to let anything get in his way.)

Dishing the Dirt $25.99 (Agatha Raisin #26: When therapist Jill Davent is murdered
two days after Agatha threatened her, Agatha becomes prime suspect. Can she and
her team find the real culprit?)

Driving Heat $26.99 (Nikki Heat #7: Reporter Jameson Rook's latest investigation
causes trouble both professionally and personally for newly promoted NYPD Captain
Nikki Heat.)

When they find themselves pitted against a psychopathic bodyguard and a
Portuguese enforcer who gets advice from a pickled head, they enlist some special
talent: a machete-wielding Somali pirate, a self-absorbed actor, an Oscar-winning
special effects artist, and Kate's father Jake, a retired Special Forces operative.)

The Scam $28.00 (Kate O'Hare #4: FBI agent Kate O'Hare and con artist Nick Fox
go undercover to take down a casino magnate who is running a money laundering
operation for mobsters, dictators, and terrorists.)

Trigger Mortis  $27.99 (James Bond: A new novel authorized by the Fleming estate,
set in the 1950s and featuring recently discovered original material by lan Fleming.)

Fraser, George MacDonald Captain in Calico $26.00 (Never before published. A swashbuckling tale about

Goodman, Ruth

18th-century pirate Calico Jack Rackham.)
How to Be a Victorian $17.95 (Drawing on her firsthand experiences living in
recreated Victorian conditions, Goodman serves as our bustling guide to 19th-century
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British life, from daybreak to bedtime.)

A Poisonous Plot $29.95 (Matthew Bartholomew #21: 1358 CE: Tensions between
scholars and townsfolk threaten to break into violence when a well-known tradesman
is found dead in one of the colleges.

There he must
confront the legacy of a vicious murder, the fate of a dying child, and the ways both will
change his life forever.)

The Mystery of the Lost Cezanne $15.00 (Verlague & Bonnet #5: PBO; Antoine
and Marine investigate both a murder and the provenance of a painting. Could it be a
genuine Cezanne?)

Murder in Malmo $14.95 (Anita Sundstrom #2: Sidelined after a deadly mixup in a
high-profile case, Inspector Sundstrom is assigned to find a stolen painting.

Perry, Anne Blood on the Water $16.00 (William Monk #20: Although Monk witnessed a terrible
bombing, it isn't his case. An Egyptian man is quickly tried, and then murdered in
prison. When evidence surfaces that proves the dead man innocent, Monk is tasked
with finding out what really happened.)

Perry, Anne Corridors of the Night $27.00 (William Monk #21: When his wife Hester is
kidnapped from the hospital where she volunteers, Monk's investigation leads to a
wealthy man's remote home - and several bodies buried on the grounds. What did
Hester learn that put her in danger?

Petty, Heather W. Lock & Mori $17.99 (Ages 14 and up. Modern-day London: Mori and Lock should be
hitting the books on a school night.

By morning, a millionaire lies
dead in his compartment, stabbed a dozen times, his door locked from the inside.
Isolated by the storm, detective Hercule Poirot must find the killer among a dozen of
the dead man's enemies.)

A Song of Shadows $26.00 (Charlie Parker #13: Pl Charlie Parker investigates a
case that has its origins in a Nazi concentration camp. Old atrocities are about to be
unearthed, and old sinners will kill to hide their sins.)

Night Music: Nocturnes Volume 2 $16.00 (PBO; Collection. Tales of the
supernatural, from stories of the monstrous to fables of fantastic libraries and haunted
books, and more.)

A Gala Event $7.99 (Orchard #9: PBO; When Aaron Eastman returns to town,
determined to find answers about the tragic fire that put him behind bars 25 years ago,
orchard owner Meg Corey vows to help him solve the case.)

The Last Kingdom (TV tie-in edition) $15.99 (Saxon Tales #1: Reissue; 9th century
CE: The Danes storm onto English soil, hungry for spoils, taking kingdom after
kingdom until only one remains unconquered. Now the fate of England, and the course
of history, rests on one man, one king.)

When the owner of a kitschy holiday carnival is found dead in his office, it turns out
that quite a few people had reason to wish himill)
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The Survivor $28.00 (Mitch Rapp #12: CIA director Irene Kennedy sends Mitch
Rapp after an operative who has perpetrated a massive theft of classified documents.
Rapp dispatches the man, but can the US beat the Pakistanis to the traitor's
accomplices, and find where he cached the documents?)

The Outsider: My Life in Intrigue $28.00 (A memoir by the thriller writer, including
his adventures as the RAF's youngest pilot, and as a reporter and war correspondent.)

Die Again $9.99 (Rizzoli & Isles #11: Boston homicide detective Jane Rizzoli is
investigating the death of a big game hunter; medical examiner Maura Isles connects
the case to a number of seemingly unrelated deaths: the victims have all been found
hanging upside down, the hallmark of a leopard's kill.)

Dangerously Dark $7.99 (Chocolate Whisperer #2: PBO; Hayden heads to Portland
for an engagement party. When the groom-to-be turns up dead, Hayden's friends insist
it was a freak accident, but she is sure it was homicide.)

First Impressions $16.00 (When two different customers request a copy of the
same obscure book, bookseller and Jane Austen enthusiast Sophie Collingwood is
drawn into a mystery that will cast doubt on the authorship of Pride and Prejudice.)

Corrupted $27.99 (Rosato & Associates #14: Years ago, Jason was sent to juvie
after fighting a class bully, and Bennie Rosato couldn't free him. Now, when Jason is
indicted for killing the same bully he fought as a kid, she decides to represent him.)

Lock No. 1 (alternate title: The Lock at Charenton) $11.00 (Maigret #18: Maigret
investigates when a mysterious entrepreneur's past catches up with him in a
claustrophobic provincial town.)

Mr. Hire's Engagement $11.00 (Hire is a convicted pornographer and a voyeur. And
now he's the suspect in a brutal murder . . . that he did not commit.)

The Woman Who Walked in Sunshine $24.95 (No. 1 Ladies' Detective Agency
#16: Business is slow, so Mma Ramotswe plans to take her first-ever holiday. When a
new client arrives just as she's ready to depart, Mma Makutsi insists that she and
Charlie can handle the case.)

The Horse Changer $14.95 (46 BCE: Young Tuscan knight Quintus Dellius
distinguishes himself in the Spanish war against Pompey, and looks forward to a
glittering career. But when his hero Julius Caesar is assassinated, the Republic is
plunged into chaos. In the civil wars that follow, Dellius is caught up in a maelstrom of
shifting allegiances.)

Zagreb Noir $15.95 (Anthology. Original crime stories set in Zagreb.)

A Death in the Family $26.99 (Detective Kubu #5: When his father is murdered,
Kubu is ordered away from the case, but has trouble following orders. Meanwhile, a
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Chinese-owned mine wants to take over part of the town of Shoshong. When an
official in the Department of Mines is found dead, Kubu becomes convinced it was
murder.)

Death at the Abbey $15.00 (Lady of Ashes #5: PBO; Undertaker Violet Harper is
summoned to Welbeck Abbey, where she is asked to prepare the body of the duke's
favorite raven for an elaborate funeral. When a young worker on the estate is
murdered, the duke implores Violet to conduct a discreet investigation.)

Sherlock Chronicles $29.99 (Full color throughout. A look behind the scenes of the
hit BBC/Masterpiece series Sherlock.)

The Candy Cane Cupcake Killer $15.00 (Fresh-Baked #10: PBO; When a local
rancher drops dead after eating one of Phyllis Newsome's treats, it turns out he was
shot, not poisoned, casting suspicion on the dead man's daughter and her husband.)

The Puffin of Death $15.95 (Gunn Zoo #4: On a trip to Iceland to pick up an
orphaned polar bear cub, zookeeper Theodora Bentley finds a dead body lying atop a
puffin burrow, and gets tangled in the murder investigation.)

Backstabbing in Beaujolais $12.95 (Winemaker Detective #9: Wine expert
Benjamin Cooker is called in to help a newcomer in the midst of a bitter rivalry with an
established Beaujolais estate.)

Untimely Death $24.99 (Shakespeare in the Catskills #1: When the leading lady in a
Catskills resort's production of Romeo and Juliet is first poisoned and then stabbed,
costume designer Charlotte Fairfax investigates.)

Bergman team up. Can they save the plane and its passengers?)

#11 / #12: Omnibus reprint of 2 short novels.)

Crimson Shore $27.00 (Pendergast #15: Pendergast and his ward Constance travel
to a Massachusetts village to investigate the theft of a priceless wine collection, and
discover a bricked-up niche holding a crumbling skeleton. Then a corpse turns up in
the marshes. Is there a connection to a legendary 17th-century witches' colony?
